REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

TUESDAY, JUNE 16, 2020
6:30 P.M.

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Gluch-Voss, Lindner, Prein, and Schultz present.  


Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Natalie Erpenbach, Mitch Lindner, Tony Lindner, Renee Schoen, Rodney Schoen and Valorie Brecht.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the June 16, 2020 agenda.

Renee Schoen gave a presentation about why she is running for Clark County Treasurer.

 Motion was made by Froeba to approve the minutes from the May 20, 2020, regular Council meeting, seconded by Gluch-Voss.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Geier, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-Meeting was held on June 2, 2020.  Prein reported on the variance request on Willard Rd for Mitch Lindner.  Froeba made a motion to deny the variance for Willard Rd, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried with 6-yes votes, 1-no vote, and 1 abstain.  Prein reported on the leak detection service.  Geier made a motion to table this until the next utility committee meeting, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Prein reported on the crack and chip sealing bids.  Bobrofsky made a motion to hire Chase Construction to chip seal West Elm Dr. in the amount of $14,556.00, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  Clerk Toufar reported that Chris Lindner has contacted Terry Weyer about straightening the poles at the football and baseball fields.  Froeba made a motion to approve the public works department to straighten the poles with the exception that it will be on the school’s insurance if anything would happen and that the city will be charging the school for labor and fuel, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried.  Froeba reported on the public works department placing the snow at the Cox Farm.  This has been referred back to the utility committee.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  Clerk Toufar reported on the repeal and recreation of Ordinance 8-3-11.  Gluch-Voss made a motion to approve the following ordinance:
AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL AND RECREATION OF SECTION 8-3-11(b) AND FOR THE CREATION OF 8-3-11(d) and 8-3-13(a)(1)(i) and (j) PERTAINING TO ALL-TERRAIN VEHICLES (ATV)/UTILITY TERRAIN VEHICLES (UTV), OPERATIONAL LIGHTING REQUIREMENTS AND RESTRICTIONS AND PROHIBITION OF OPEN CONTAINERS WITH ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ON SAID VEHICLES. 

The Common Council of the City of Loyal does hereby ordain as follows: 

Section 1: The provisions of Section 8-3-11(b) of the Municipal Code of Ordinances are hereby repealed and recreated as set forth in Section 2 of this Ordinance.  

Section 2: 

 SEC. 8-3-11 EQUIPMENT. 

 (b) Any snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle operating in the City of Loyal shall be required to have activated, turned on, lighted headlamps and tail lamps during all times of operation.  

Section 3: Section 8-3-11(d) is hereby created as set forth in Section 4 of this ordinance. 
Section 4: 
SEC. 8-3-11 EQUIPMENT. 
(d) No person (except EMS personnel) may operate an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle that is equipped with any of the following: (1) A lamp that emits any color of light other than white or amber and that is visible from directly in front of the all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle. (2) A lamp that emits any color of light other than red, yellow, amber or white and that is visible from directly behind the all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle. (3) A flashing, oscillating or rotating lamp that emits any color other than yellow or amber.  

Section 5: Section 8-3-13(a)(1)(i) and (j) are hereby created as set forth in Section 6 of this ordinance.  
Section 6: 
SEC. 8-3-13 MISCELLANEOUS ALL-TERRAIN VEHICLE OR UTILITY TERRAIN VEHICLE REGULATIONS. 
i. No operator and/or passenger(s) shall possess any opened or unsealed bottle or receptacle containing an intoxicating beverage on an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle in the City of Loyal.  j. Any person operating an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle must dim his or her high beam headlights and any auxiliary lamps when within 500 feet of an approaching all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle or other motorized vehicle and within 500 feet to the rear of another all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle or other motorized vehicle.  In addition, an operator of an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle must always dim his or her backup lamps, unless actively backing up.  

Section 7: SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICTS OF LAW.  If any provision of this Ordinance is found to be unconstitutional or otherwise contrary to law, then such provision shall be deemed void and severed from the Ordinance and the remainder of this Ordinance shall continue in full force and effect.    

Section 8: EFFECTIVE DATE.    This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after the date of its passage and publication, as provided by law. 

seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.

Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the contract with the Clark County Community Foundation for the Splash Pad, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on June 15, 2020.  Hall reported that the library opened back up on June 1st, Monday, Wednesday, and Friday and it is going very well and they will continue this until further notice.  Hall reported that the public works department will be replacing the lights with LED lights when they go out.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.

Planning Commission – No meeting held.


Clerk’s Report-Clerk Toufar reported on opening City Hall to the Public.  The council has decided to leave everything the same except they will allow the Senior Citizens to meet monthly.

Mayor’s Report-Mayor Englebretson reported there will be a Corn Festival meeting on June 30, 2020 at 7p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Englebretson asked for a vote to back whatever decision the Corn Fest committee makes on Corn Fest.  6 council members voted to back whatever the Corn Fest committee decides and 2 council members voted to cancel the Corn Festival.
