Zoning Districts

SEC. 10-1-20
ESTABLISHMENT OF DISTRICTS.

(a) DISTRICTS.  For the purpose of this Chapter, present and future, provision is hereby made for the division of the City of Loyal into the following ten (10) basic zoning districts:

(1) R-1
Single-Family Residence District

(2) R-2
Single-Family Residence District

(3) R-3
Multi-Family Residence District

(4) RD
Rural Development District

(5) B-1
General Business District

(6) B-2
Highway Commercial District

(7) I-1

General Industrial District

(8) C-1
Conservancy District

(9) FP
Floodplain District

(10) MI-1
Modified General Industrial District

SEC. 10-1-21
VACATION OF STREETS; ANNEXATIONS.

(a) VACATION OF STREETS.  Vacation of public streets and alleys shall cause the land vacated to be automatically placed in the same district as the abutting side to which the vacated land reverts.

(b) ANNEXATIONS.  On land hereafter annexed to, or consolidated with, the City, no building or structure shall be erected, enlarged, or moved and no change in the use of land or existing buildings or structures shall be made until an ordinance designating the zoning district classification of such annexed land is duly adopted by the Common Council.  Within thirty (30) days of the annexation, the Planning Commission shall file an application for an amendment to establish the zoning district classification of such land.  However, if no action is taken regarding the classification of annexed land within ninety (90) days of the date of annexation, such land shall acquire the RD Rural Development District classification and shall remain so zoned until properly reclassified.

SEC. 10-1-22
ZONING MAP.

(a) The boundaries of the districts listed in Sec. 10-1-20 are hereby established as shown on the map entitled “District Map, City of Loyal, Wisconsin,” dated _____________, as amended, which map accompanies and is made a part of this Code.  All notations and references shown on the District Map are as much a part of this Chapter as through specifically described herein.

(b) The district locations and boundaries established herein are shown upon the zoning map which is hereby incorporated into this Chapter.  The zoning map, together with all notations, references, and other information shown thereon, and all amendments thereto, shall be a part of this Chapter, and shall have the same force and effect as if the zoning map, together with all notations, references and other information shown thereon were fully set forth and described herein.  The City Clerk-Treasurer shall be authorized to make copies of said map available to the public.

SEC. 10-1-23
RULES FOR INTERPRETATION OF DISTRICT BOUNDARIES.


Where uncertainty exists as to the boundaries of districts as shown on the Zoning Map, the following rules shall apply:

(a) Boundaries indicated as approximately following the centerlines of streets, highways, or alleys shall be construed to follow such centerlines.

(b) Boundaries indicated as approximately following platted lot lines shall be construed as following such lot lines.

(c) Boundaries indicated as approximately following City boundaries shall be construed as following municipal boundaries.

(d) Boundaries indicated as following railroad lines shall be construed to be midway between the main tracks.

(e) Boundaries indicated as following shorelines shall be construed to follow such shorelines, and in the event of change in the shoreline shall be construed as moving with the actual shoreline; boundaries indicated as approximately following the centerlines of streams, rivers, canals, lakes or other bodies of water shall be construed to follow such centerlines.

(f) Boundaries indicated as parallel to or extensions of features indicated in the preceding shall be so construed.  Distances not specifically indicated on the zoning map shall be determined by the scale of the map.   

SEC. 10-1-24
INTERPRETATION OF DISTRICT REQUIREMENTS.

(a) PERMITTED USES.  Unless otherwise specifically set forth, wherever a permitted use is named as a major category for a zoning district in this Article, it shall be deemed to include all and only those itemized uses under the said major category.  No building or tract of land shall be devoted to any use other than a use permitted hereinafter in the zoning district in which such building or tract of land shall be located, with the exception of the following:

(1) Uses lawfully established on the effective date of this Chapter.  Uses already established on the effective date of this Chapter and rendered nonconforming by the provisions thereof shall be subject to the regulations of Article F.

(2) Conditional uses, allowed in accordance with the provisions of hereunder.

(b) CONDITIONAL USES.  Conditional uses, as hereinafter listed, may be allowed in the zoning districts indicated, subject to the issuance of conditional use permits in accordance with the provisions of Article E.  Unless otherwise specifically set forth, wherever a conditional use is named as a major category in this Article, it shall be deemed to include all and only those itemized uses listed under the said district category.

(c) LOT SIZE REQUIREMENTS.  Lot size requirements shall be as specified under each zoning district.  In addition, the following regulations shall be complied with:

(1) No use shall be established or hereafter maintained on a lot recorded after the effective date of this Chapter which is of less area or less width than prescribed hereinafter for such use in the zoning district in which it is to be located.  However, where the front, side, or rear lot line of a residential lot adjoins an accessible and usable common or public open space which is at least five (5) acres in area and of a depth perpendicular to such lot line of not less than two hundred (200) feet, the required lot area may be reduced by ten (10%) percent.  

(2)  In a Residence District on a lot of record on the effective date of this Chapter, a single-family dwelling may be established regardless of the size of the lot, provided that all other requirements of this Chapter are met. 

(3) No building shall be converted so as to conflict with, or further conflict with the lot size requirements of the district in which such building is located. 

(4) Lot width shall be measured within the first thirty (30) feet of lot depth in back of the required front yard.

(d) YARD REQUIREMENTS.

(1) Yard requirements shall be as set forth under each zoning district.  Front, side, and rear yards shall be provided in accordance with the regulations hereinafter indicated and shall be unobstructed from the ground level to the sky, except as specifically excepted in this Chapter. 

(2) All accessory buildings which are attached to principal buildings (e.g., attached garages) shall comply with the yard requirements of the principal building.

(3) Where more than fifty (50%) percent of the frontage on one side of a duly recorded subdivided block is occupied by residences on the effective date of this Chapter, a majority of such residences having observed or conformed to an average setback line with a variation of no more than six (6) feet, no building shall hereafter be erected or structurally altered so as to project beyond such average setback line. 

SEC. 10-1-25
R-1 SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT.

(a) PERMITTED USES AND STRUCTURES.  Single-family dwellings and their accessory structures or uses.

(b) OCNDITIONAL USES AND STRUCTURES.  Parks, greenways and opens paces, playgrounds, public and private schools, hospitals, cemeteries, governmental and community service buildings and functions, utilities lines, municipal pumping stations, golf courses, churches, libraries, single-family planned residential development, home occupations, agricultural uses, mobile home parks.

(c) LOT SIXE.

(1) Width:
90 feet minimum

(2) Area:
12,000 square feet minimum

(d) BUILDING.  Height 35 feet maximum

(e) YARDS.  

(1) Street:
30 feet minimum

(2) Rear:
30 feet minimum

(3) Side:
10 feet minimum

SEC. 10-1-26
R-2 SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT.

(a) PERMITTED USES AND STRUCTURES.  Single-family dwellings and their accessory structures or uses.

(b) CONDITIONAL USES AND STRUCTURES.  Parks, greenways and open spaces, playgrounds, public and private schools, hospitals, cemeteries, governmental and community service buildings and functions, utility lines, pumping stations, golf courses, churches, libraries, single-family planned residential development, home occupations, agricultural uses, mobile home parks.

(c) LOT SIZE.

1) Width:
66 feet minimum

2) Area:
8,500 square feet minimum

(d) BUILDING.  Height:
35 feet maximum

(e) YARDS.  

(1) Side Yard.

a. There shall be a side yard on each side of a building.

b. For buildings not over one and one-half (1-1/2) stories high, the sum of the widths of the required side yards shall not be less than ten (10) feet, and no single side yard shall be less than five (5) feet in width.

c. For buildings from one and one-half (1-1/2) stories and two and one-half (2-1/2) stories high, the sum of the widths of the required side yards shall be not less than twenty (20) feet, and no single side yard shall be less than ten (10) feet in width.

d. Provided, however, that on a dingle lot having a width of less than sixty (60) feet and of record at the time of the passage of this Chapter, the sum of the widths of the side yards shall be not less than the equivalent of five (5) inches per foot of lot width for buildings not over one and one-half (1-1/2) stories high and of six (6) inches for foot of lot width for buildings from one and one-half (1-1/2) to two and one-half (2-1/2) stories high; provided further, that the buildable width of any such lot in no case shall be reduced to less than twenty-four (24) feet, nor shall the width of any single side yard be less than forty (40%) percent of the total required side yard width.

(2) Rear Yard.  There shall be a rear yard having a minimum depth of twenty-five (25) feet.

SEC. 10-1-27
R-2 MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT.
(a) PERMITTED USES.  Single-family residential uses and structures conforming at least to the minimum and maximum requirements of the R2 District and multifamily uses provided they conform to the regulations below.

(b) CONDITIONAL USES AND STRUCTURES.  Parks, greenways and open spaces, playgrounds, public and private schools, hospitals, cemeteries, governmental and community service buildings and functions, utility lines, pumping stations, golf courses, churches, libraries, single-family planned residential development, home occupations, agricultural uses, mobile home parks. 

(c) LOT SIZE. 

(1) Width:
66 feet minimum

(2) Area:
10,000 square feet

(d) BUILDING.  Height: Maximum 48 feet or four stories, whichever is the least.

(e) YARDS.  

(1) Front:
20 feet minimum

(2) Rear:
20 feet minimum

(3) Side:
10 feet minimum

(f) OTHER REQUIREMENTS.

(1) That the recreation space ratio, defined as the minimum square footage of recreation space required for each square foot or floor area, is not less than .16.

(2) That the floor area ratio, defined as the maximum square footage of total floor area permitted for each foot of land area, is not more than .32.

(3) That the open space ratio, defined as the minimum square footage of open space required for each square foot of floor area, is not less than 2.0.

(4) That the living space ratio, defined as the minimum square footage of non-vehicular outdoor space required for each square foot of floor area, is not less than 1.2.

(5) That the occupant car ratio, defined as the minimum number of off-street parking spaces without parking time limits required for each living unit, is not less than 1.2.

SEC. 10-1-28
RD RURAL DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT.

(a) PERMITTED USES AND STRUCTURES.  Single-family residences, parks, campgrounds, open spaces, agriculture and general farming except farms feeding offal or garbage and mink farms; dairying, livestock raising, truck farming, forestry, poultry raising, airport and golf courses.

(b) CONDITIONAL USES AND STRUCTURES.  Dumps, disposal areas, sewage disposal plants, incinerators, mink farms or farms feeding offal or garbage; cemeteries, municipal service functions and structures, pumping stations, quarries, churches, restaurants, resorts, taverns, grocery stores, service stations, mobile home par parks, trailer parks and fairgrounds.

(c) LOT SIZE.

(1) Width:
270 feet

(2) Area:
2 acres

(d) BUILDING.  Height 35 feet maximum except for barns, silos, and other buildings and structures which are customarily higher and accessory uses to farming.

(e) YARDS.  

(1) Streets:
30 feet minimum

35 feet minimum

(3) Side:
90 feet minimum

In no case shall any area dump, disposal area, incinerator, or principal structures or buildings for mink farms, or farm feeding or using offal or garbage be less than 500 feet from any lot line.

SEC. 10-1-29
B-1 GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICT.

(a) PERMITTED USES AND STRUCTURES.  Hardware and feed stores, auto sales, furniture stores, barber shops, bakeries, bars, cocktail lounges, restaurants, motels, hotels, fruit stores, supermarkets, dry goods stores, luggage shops, stationery stores, personal and business service establishments, pet shops, clothing stores, public passenger transportation terminals, taxi stands, gift stores, variety stores, garages, theaters, professional officers, organization headquarters, newspaper and magazine publishers, jewelry stores, banks, shoe stores, barbers shops, religious goods stores, packaged  beverage stores, appliance sales and repair, sporting goods, insurance and real estate offices, radio and TV sales and service, catalog order stores, savings and loan and finance companies, governmental and community service buildings and functions, clinics, department stores, bowling alleys, churches, tobacco and magazine stores, beauty salons, music shops, radio stations (w/o antenna), public and private schools, parking areas, open spaces, parks.

(b) CONDITIONAL USES.  Wholesale outlets, secondhand stores, professional laundry dry cleaning establishments, gas stations, and other uses similar or customarily incident to the above uses.

(c) LOT SIZE.  No minimum

(d) BUILDING.  Height:  None

(e) YARDS.  No minimum

SEC. 10-1-30
B-2 HIGHWAY COMMERCIAL DISTRICT.

(a) PERMITTED USES AND STRUCTURES.  Coin operated Laundromats, package liquor stores, barber shops, beauty salons, magazine, and tobacco stores, coffee shops, soda fountains, laundry and dry cleaners, gift shops, taverns, churches, parking areas, gas

SEC. 10-1-32
C-1 CONSERVANCY DISTRICT.

(a) PERMITTED USES AND STRUCTURES.  The harvesting of wild crops such as marsh, hay, ferns, moss, wild rice, berries, tree fruits, tree seeds, sustained yield forestry; utilities such as, but not restricted to telephone, telegraph and power transmission lines; fishing, scenic, historic, scientific, wildlife preserve; non-resident buildings used solely in conjunction with the raising of waterfowl or fish; hiking trails and bridle paths, accessory uses; public and private parks and picnic areas, regulatory signs not over six (6) square feet; and general farming provided no drainage, filling or dredging takes place and no farm buildings are constructed.

(b) CONDITIONAL USES.  Fillings, drainage, dredging, residences, farm structures, dams, power plants, flowages, ponds, relocation of watercourses, removal of topsoil of peat; piers, docks, boathouses, and cranberry bogs.  All permitted and conditional uses are subject to the provisions of Article E. 

SEC. 10-1-33
FP FLOODPLAIN DISTRICT.


Permitted Uses.  All uses and structures permitted by Title 10, Chapter 2, of this Code of Ordinances. 

SEC. 10-1-34
MI-1 MODIFIED GENERAL INDUSTIRAL DISTRICT.

(a) PERMITTED USES AND STRUCTURES.  Such uses as specifically authorized and permitted under Section 10-1-31 (a) which uses and structures are specifically incorporated herein by reference.

(b) CONDITIONAL USES AND STRUCTRUES:  Such uses as specifically authorized and permitted Section 10-1-31 (b) which conditional use and structures are incorporated herein by reference, together with the following: amusement and recreational services and community recreational facilities the purpose of which would be to permit special public events associated with public celebrations, fairs, festivals and events to be conducted at said festivals or fairs including but not limited to tractor pulls, truck pulls and other fair sponsored acidities and events which are limited in duration.
