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SEC. 10-8-1  DECLARATION OF POLICY.

     It is hereby declared to be the policy of the City of Loyal, Wisconsin in the exercise of its police power for the protection of the health, welfare, peace, dignity and human rights of all persons and to assure equal opportunity to all persons to live in decent housing facilities regardless of sex, race, color, handicap, religion, national origin or marital status of the person maintaining a household, lawful source of income, age or ancestry, and, to that end, to prohibit discrimination in housing by any persons.

SEC. 10-8-2  DEFINITIONS.
(a)
“Housing” means any improved property, including any mobile home as defined in section 66.0435 of the Wisconsin Statues, which is used or occupied, or is intended, arranged or designed to be used or occupied, as a home or residence.

(b)
“Discriminate” and “discrimination” mean to segregate, separate, exclude or treat any person or class of persons unequally because of sex, race, color, handicap, religion, national origin, sex or marital status of the person maintaining a household, lawful source of income, age or ancestry.  It is intended that the factors set forth herein shall be the sole basis for prohibiting discrimination.

(c)
“Handicap” means any physical disability or developmental disability.

(d)
“Unimproved residential lot” means any residential lot upon which no permanent building or structure containing living quarters has been constructed.  

SEC. 10-8-3  DISCRIMINATION PROHIBITED.
It is unlawful for any person to discriminate:

(a)
By refusing to sell, lease, finance or contract to construct housing or by refusing to discuss the terms thereof.

(b)
By refusing to permit inspection or exacting different or more stringent price, terms, or conditions for the sale, lease, financing or rental housing.

(c)
By refusing to finance or sell an unimproved residential lot or to construct a home or residence upon such lot.

(d)  By publishing, circulation, issuing or displaying, or causing to be published, circulated, issued or displayed, any communication, notice, advertisement or sign in connection with the sale, financing, lease or rental of housing, which states or indicated any discrimination in connection with housing.

SEC. 10-8-6  OTHER REMEDIES.

     Nothing herein contained shall prevent any person from exercising any right or seeking any remedy to which he might otherwise be entitled or from filing his complaint with any appropriate governmental agency.

SEC. 10-8-7  PENALTIES.

(a)  Any person who willfully violates this section or any lawful order issued under this section shall, for the first violation, forfeit not less than One Hundred ($100.00) Dollars nor more than One Thousand ($1,000.00) Dollars.

     (b)  Any person adjudged to have violated this section within five (5) years after having been adjudged to have violated this section, for every violation committed within the five (5) years, shall forfeit not less than One Thousand ($1,000.00) Dollars nor more than Ten Thousand ($10,000.00) Dollars.

(c)  Payment of a forfeiture under this section shall be stayed during the period of which any appeal may be taken and during the pendency of an appeal. 

SEC. 10-8-8  FAIR AND OPEN HOUSING.

The City of Loyal recognizes its responsibilities under Section 106.50, Wis. Stats., as amended, and endorses the concepts of fair and open housing for all persons and prohibition of discrimination therein.

Therefore:

(a)  The City of Loyal hereby adopts Section 106.50, Wis. Stats., as amended, and all subsequent amendments thereto.

(b)  The officials and employees of the City of Loyal shall assist in the orderly prevention and removal of all discrimination in housing within the City by implementing the authority and enforcement procedures set forth in Section 106.04, Wis. Stats., as amended.

(c)  The Municipal Clerk shall maintain forms for complaints to be filed under Section 106.50, Wis. Stats., as amended, and shall assist any person alleging a violation thereof in the City to file a complaint there under with the Wisconsin Department of Work Force Development, Equal Rights Division, for enforcement of Section 106.50, Wis. Stats., as amended.
