Circuit Court Jurisdiction Over Persons 14 Through 17 Years of Age

SEC. 1-2-1
CIRCUIT COURT JURISDICTION OVER PERSONS 16 THROUGH 17 YEARS OF AGE.

(a) Section 48.17(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes is hereby adopted.

(b) Subject to the provisions and limitations of Section 48.17(2), Wis. Stats. complaints alleging a violation of any provision of this Code against persons 14 through 17 years of age may be brought in the Circuit Court for the City of Loyal, by use of the Uniform Citation Procedure.  If such a citation is issued to a child 14 through 17 years of age, the Police Department, shall, within seven (7) days of the issuance of years of said citation, notify the child’s parent or guardian of the issuance of said citation.

(c) The Clark County Circuit Court shall not impose incarceration as a penalty.

(d) PENALTIES.

First offense
$25.00, except violations of Ch. 125, Wis. Stats., which shall be $50.00

Second and subsequent offenses
$50.00
