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SEC. 4-5-1 GARBAGE AND REFUSE COLLECTION SERVICE


All garbage and refuse service shall be provided by the City of Loyal or by firms or persons under contract with the City of Loyal to perform such services.  Garbage and refuse shall be collected by the City on Wednesdays. Only refuse meeting the requirements of Section 4-5-3 shall be collected. 

SEC. 4-5-2 DEFINITIONS.


“Refuse” means the more or less solid waste resulting from the activities of the inhabitants of the City exclusive of sewage flowing in pipes, sewers, or upon ground. The six materials making up refuse are defined as follows:

(a) “GARBAGE” is the organic waste matter, both animal and vegetable, from houses, kitchens, restaurants, bars, hotels, hospitals, gas stations, convenience stores, grocery stores, and any other business establishments. It is comprised chiefly of waste food.

(b) “ASHES” are the residue from fires in houses, schools, churches, stores, hospitals, and any other business establishments. This waste is almost wholly inorganic, and includes at times small quantities of glass, crockery, dirt, sweepings, dust, brick, metal and other inorganic materials. 

(c) “TIN CANS” are the empty tin cans is which foods have been preserved, also including discarded tin and metal ware, both large and small, from houses, stores, restaurants, hospitals, and any other business establishments. 

(d) “RUBISH” is all refuse materials not included in garbage, ashes or tin cans. It consists chiefly of wood, paper, rags, bedding, excelsior, straw, leather, rubber, old furniture, stoneware, glass, boxes, barrels, sweepings from buildings, and miscellaneous metal.

(e) YARD WASTE. Yard waste consists of grass clippings, weeds, garden debris, leaves, yard rakings, fallen trees, tree trimmings, brush, and Christmas Trees.

(f) ”Appliances” include the following: refrigerators, freezers, stoves, washing machines, dryers, dishwashers, air conditioners, central heating and cooling systems, television sets, video cassette recorders, DVD players, stereo receivers and related equipment, computers and related equipment, dehumidifiers, copy machines, and hot water heaters.

SEC 4-5-3 GARBAGE AND REFUSE RECEPTACLES; RESTRICTIONS ON REGULAR COLLECTION BY THE CITY.

Everything stays the same except for (c). “except as provided in Section 4-5-4.

SEC. 4-5-4 YARD WASTE COLLECTION

The City of Loyal shall collect Yard Waste on the first and third Tuesdays of every month:

(a) (1) Brush with limbs three (3) inches or less in diameter.
(2) Trees and their limbs shall be disposed of in the following manner:

a. Any large tree(s) which have fallen or have been cut down, the owner thereof shall have the branches and limbs removed and placed in small piles adjacent to the curb with the ends all facing the curb or same direction.  The City may furnish, at a cost of not less than $60.00 per hour, a wood chipper, truck and accompanying employee, additional employees will be furnished for $30.00 per hour.  With the total cost depending upon the size of the tree(s), number of employees required and the total time required to safely removing the branches and limbs.  Thirty minutes maximum shipping time before charges occur.
b. No person or private tree cutting service shall leave for the City collection nor deliver to the compost site any tree trunks, stumps, limbs, or branches larger than allowed, than those described in subsection 4-5-4(a)(1), except with prior permission from an authorized City official. 

SEC. 4-5-5 TIME OF COLLECTION


All receptacles for refuse, rubbish, and all bundles of yard waste, shall be placed near the curb of the property in an accessible location for the garbage collector not earlier than twelve (12) hours before the regular collection time.  All receptacles for refuse and garbage disposal shall be removed from the curbside collection point within twelve (12) hours after the regular collection time. Refuse shall be placed for collection not later than 7:00 a.m. on the day scheduled for collection. 

SEC. 4-5-6 NON-COLLECTABLE MATERIALS.
1. The following items shall not be collected: 

(a) DEAD ANIMALS. Dead animals shall not be collected.

(b) ASHES.  Ashes of any kind shall not be collected.

(c) DELETERIOUS SUBSTANCES. Any deleterious substance as provided in SEC. 6-1-6 shall not be collected.

(d) EXPLOSIVES. Explosives, including but not limited to ammunition, fireworks, and dynamite, shall not be collected. 

(e) STEEL, IRON, TIN, METAL. Steel, iron, tin or metal banding strips shall not be collected.

(f) BUILDING MATERIALS. Building materials consists of waste from the remodeling, construction, or removal of a building, roadway, or sidewalk, and shall be disposed of by the builder or contractor. Building materials of any kind shall not be collected.

(g) ITEMS CONTAINING FREON. Items containing Freon will no longer be picked up or accepted, including refrigerators, freezers, air conditioners and dehumidifiers. 

2. The following are non-collectable materials that should be brought to the Clark County Clean Sweep Program for proper disposal: 

(a) FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS. No flammable liquids, hazardous or toxic materials, or explosive material shall be collected. 

(b) TIRES. Any tires, old or new, shall not be collected.

(c) APPLIANCES. Appliances as defined in 4-5-2(f), shall not be collected.

SEC. 4-5-7 PROPER DISPOSAL OF GARBAGE OR REFUSE.

All garbage or refuse material that is placed on private and public property before the twelve (12) hours of collection time as stated in SEC. 4-5-5, shall be placed in a proper container as defined in SEC. 4-5-3(a) with a secure lid in order to prohibit the breeding of flies, mosquitoes or other vermin, and to prohibit an unsightly nuisance and a nuisance from obnoxious odors, or that which constitutes other health or fire hazards. Whenever and wherever garbage collection is provided for under the terms of this Chapter, no garbage shall be buried in the ground, or deposited in any privy vault or cesspool, nor burned in the open air, nor deposited in, on or about any public or private place of the City of Loyal. 

SEC. 4-5-8 AUTHORIZED GARBAGE COLLECTOR

 No person other than an authorized collector shall collect or interfere with any garbage after it has been put into a garbage receptacle and deposited in the proper place for the collector, nor shall any unauthorized person molest, hinder, delay, or in any manner interfere with an authorized garbage collector in the discharge of his duties.
