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SEC. 7-1-1
DOG LICENSE REQUIRED; DEFINITIONS.

(a) LICENSE REQUIRED.  It shall be unlawful for any person in the City of Loyal to own, harbor or keep any dog more than five (5) months of age without complying with the provisions of this Chapter relating to the listing, licensing and tagging of the same.

(b) DEFINITIONS.  In this Chapter, unless the context or subject matter otherwise require:

(1) “Owner” shall mean any person owning, harboring or keeping a dog or cat, and the occupant of any premises on which a dog or cat remains or to which it customarily returns daily for a period of ten (10) days is presumed to be harboring or keeping the dog or cat within the meaning of this Section.

(2) “At large” means to be off the premises of the owner and not under the control of some person either by leash or otherwise, but a dog or cat within an automobile of its owner, or in an automobile of any other person with the consent of the owner of said dog or cat shall be deemed to be upon the owner’s premises.

(3) “Dog” shall mean any canine, regardless of age or sex.

(4) “Cat” shall mean any feline, regardless of age or sex.

(5) “Neutered” as used herein as describing a dog or cat shall mean a dog or cat having nonfunctional generative organs.

SEC. 7-1-2
RABIES VACCINATION REQUIRED FOR LICENSE.


The owner of a dog shall have the dog vaccinated against rabies by a veterinarian within thirty (30) days after the dog reaches four (4) months of age and revaccinated within one year after the initial vaccination.  If the owner obtains the dog or brings the dog in the City of Loyal after the dog has reached four (4) months of age, the owner shall have the dog vaccinated against rabies within thirty (30) days after the dog is obtained or brought into the City unless the dog has been vaccinated as evidenced by a current certificate of rabies vaccination from this state or another state.  The owner of a dog shall have the dog revaccinated against rabies by a veterinarian before the date that the immunization expires as stated on the certificate of vaccination or, if no date is specified, within three (3) years after the previous vaccination.

SEC. 7-1-3
ISSUANCE OF DOG LICENSES.

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person in the City of Loyal to own, harbor or keep any dog more than five (5) months of age without complying with the provisions of Section 174.05 through Section 174.09, Wisconsin Statutes, relating to the listing, licensing and tagging of the same.

(b) The owner of any dog more than five (5) months of age on January 1 of any year, or five (5) months of age within the license year, shall annually, or on or before the date the dog becomes five (5) months of age, pay the dog license tax and obtain a license.

(c) The fee for a dog license shall be Three ($3.00) Dollars for each neutered dog, upon presentation of evidence that the dog is neutered, and Eight ($8.00) Dollars for an unneutered dog, or one-half of these amounts if the dog became five (5) months of age after July 1 of the license year.  The Common Council may by resolution increase the amount of the license fee, but the additional fee shall not exceed the total cost of all dog licensing, regulating and impounding activities for the previous year, less any refunds which may be received pursuant to Section 174.09(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes.

(d) Upon payment of the required dog license tax and upon presentation of evidence that the dog is currently immunized against rabies, as required by Section 7-1-2 of this Chapter, the City Clerk-Treasurer shall complete and issue to the owner a license for such dog containing all information required by state law.  A duplicate copy of the license shall be kept on file by the City Clerk-Treasurer.  The Clerk-Treasurer shall also deliver to the owner, at the time of issuance of the license, a tag of durable material bearing the same serial number as the license, the name of the county in which issued and the license year.

(e) The owner shall securely attach the tag to a collar and the collar with the tag attached shall be kept on the dog for which the license is issued at all times.

(f) The fact that a dog is without a tag attached to the dog by means of a collar shall be presumptive evidence that the dog is unlicensed.  Any city police officer shall seize impound or restrain any dog for which a dog or cat license is required which is found without such tag attached.

(g) Notwithstanding the foregoing, every dog specifically trained to lead blind or deaf persons is exempt from dog license tax and every person owning such a dog shall receive annually a free dog license from the Clerk-Treasurer upon application therefore.

SEC. 7-1-4
LATE FEES.


The City Clerk-Treasurer shall assess and collect a late fee of Five ($5.00) Dollars from every owner of a dog five (5) months of age or over, if the owner failed to obtain a license prior to April 1 of each year, or within thirty (30) days of acquiring ownership of a licensable dog or if the owner failed to obtain a license on or before the dog reached licensable age.

SEC. 7-1-5
PENALTY FOR FAILURE TO OBTAIN RABIES VACCINATION.


An owner who fails to have a dog vaccinated against rabies as required under Section 7-1-2 may be required to forfeit not less than Fifty ($50.00) Dollars nor more than One Hundred ($100.00) Dollars.

SEC. 7-1-6
RESTRICTIONS ON KEEPING OF DOGS AND CATS.

(a) RESTRICTIONS.  It shall be unlawful for any person within the City of Loyal to own, harbor or keep any dog or cat which:

(1) Habitually pursues any vehicle upon any public street, alley or highway in the City.

(2) Assaults or attacks any person, which dog or cat had previously assaulted or attacked any person;
(3) Is at large within the limits of the City.

(4) Habitually barks or howl to the annoyance of any person or persons.  (See Sec. 7-1-13).

(5) Kills, wounds or worries any domestic animal, and which dog or cat had previously killed or wounded a domestic animal;
(6) Is known by such person to be infected with rabies or to have been bitten by an animal known to have been infected with rabies.

(7) In the case of a dog, is unlicensed.

(b) VICIOUS DOGS.  
(1) “Vicious Dog” as used in this section shall mean any of the following: Any dog, at the discretion of the Loyal Police Department, which without provocation, and with vicious intent, attacks or bits, or has attacked or bitten a human being or domestic animal on public or private property causing injury.

(2) Any dog found to be a “vicious dog” as defined above, shall be removed from the City of Loyal with five (5) days of the Loyal Police Department giving the owner written notice of its determination that a dog is a “vicious dog”, unless the owner, within said five (5) days makes a written request to the Common Council for the City of Loyal objecting to and requesting a review of the determination by the Loyal Police Department.  Any request for review by an owner shall state specifically the reasons for objection.  The request for a review shall be accompanied with a fee for the full payment of the cost of a Special City Council Meeting so as to reimburse the Mayor and each attending City Council Member for said Special Meeting.  Upon receipt of the request for review and the fee, the City Clerk shall schedule a Special Meeting of the City Council within five (5) business days from the receipt of said request for review and payment of said fee.  The failure to pay said fee nullifies any request for a review by the City Council.  At the Special Meeting the City Council shall review the Owner’s objection and any evidence presented by the owner so as to determine if the dog is a “vicious dog” as defined in Section 7-1-6(b)(1).  If the owner of the dog neither removes the dog from the City, nor makes a written request with the appropriate fee for a review of the determination by the Loyal Police Department that the dog is a “vicious dog” within said five (5) day period, then the Loyal Police Department shall seize the dog and have the dog removed or destroyed.
(3) EXCEPTIONS.  The following exceptions shall be applicable to the term “vicious dog” as defined above, thereby making these situations exempt from the requirements of subsection 2 herein:

a. No dog shall be declared to be vicious if the dog caused injury or damage to a human being or domestic animal who, at the time, was teasing, tormenting, abusing or assaulting the dog, or if the dog was protecting its owner from attack by a human being.

b. The owner of a dog that is used by a law enforcement agency shall not be declared to be vicious if the dog caused injury or damage to a human being or domestic animal while the dog is performing law enforcement functions.

(c) DOGS AND CATS RUNNING AT LARGE.

(1) It shall be unlawful for any person owning or possessing any dog or cat to permit the same to run at large.  For the purpose of this Subsection, “running at large” shall be defined to be the presence of a dog or cat at any place except upon the premises of the owner.

(2) A dog or cat shall not be considered to be running at large if it is on a leash and under control of a person physically able to control it.

SEC. 7-1-7
IMPOUNDMENT OF DOGS AND CATS.

(a) IMPOUNDING.  In addition, any penalty hereinafter provided for a violation of this Chapter, any police officer may impound any dog or cat which habitually pursues any vehicle upon any street, alley or highway of this City, assaults or attacks any person, is at large within the City, habitually barks, cries or howls, kills or severely wounds any domestic animal or is infected with rabies.

(b) OWNER MAY REDEEM.  Possession of dogs or cats impounded under this Section may be obtained by paying Ten ($10.00) Dollars to the City Clerk-Treasurer, plus the actual cost of keeping such animal, for each day or fraction thereof the dog or cat has been so impounded.  Unlicensed dogs shall be properly licensed prior to release.  Dogs or cats impounded for a period of seven (7) days shall be destroyed by or under the direction of the Police Department.

(c) CITY NOT LIABLE FOR IMPOUNDING DOGS.  The City shall not be liable for the death of any dog which has been impounded or disposed of pursuant to this Section.

SEC. 7-1-8
DOGS AND CATS RESTRICTED ON PUBLIC GROUNDS AND CEMETERIES.

No dog or cat is permitted in any public playground, public park, or swimming area within the City unless such dog or cat is entered in a contest or obedience class approved by the Common Council and is on a leash or under control.  Dogs and cats are prohibited from being in cemeteries.  Every dog specially trained to lead blind persons shall be exempt from this Section.

SEC. 7-1-9
DUTY OF OWNER IN CASES OF DOG OR CAT BITE.


Every owner or person harboring or keeping a dog or cat who knows that such dog or cat has bitten any person shall immediately report such fact to the Police Department of the City of Loyal and shall keep such dog or cat confined for not less than fourteen (14) days or for such period of time as the Police Department shall direct.  The owner or keeper of any such dog or cat shall surrender the dog or cat to the City Police Officer upon demand for examination.

SEC. 7-1-10
NEGLECTED OR ABAONDONED ANIMALS; POLICE POWER.

(a) Any police officer may shelter and care for any animal found to be cruelly exposed to the weather, starved, neglected or abandoned, and may deliver such animal to another person to be sheltered, cared for and given medical attention, if necessary.  In all cases the owner, if known, shall be immediately notified and the person having possession of the animal shall have a lien thereon for his care, keeping, medical attention and expenses of notice.  Whenever in the opinion of a police officer, an animal is hopelessly injured or diseased so as to be beyond the probability of recover, such police officer may kill such animal.

(b) No person shall be cruel or inhumane to a dog, said cruelty or inhumanity consisting of cruelly beating, torturing, mutilating, cruelly killing or failing to provide food, drink and shelter, or abandoning an old, sick or disable dog. 

SEC. 7-1-11
ANIMAL FECES.


It shall be unlawful for any person to cause or permit a dog or cat to be on property, public or private, not owned or possessed by such person unless such person has in his immediate possession an appropriate device for scooping excrement and an appropriate depository for the transmission of excrement to a receptacle located upon property owned or possessed by such person.  This section shall not apply to a person who is visually or physically handicapped.
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SEC. 7-1-12
INJURY TO PROPERTY BY DOG OR CAT.


It shall be unlawful for any person owning or possessing a dog or cat to permit such dog or cat to go upon any parkway or private lands or premises without the permission of the owner of such premises, and break, bruise, tear up, crush or injure any lawn, flower bed, plant, shrub, tree or garden in any manner whatsoever, or to defecate thereon.

SEC. 7-1-13
BARKING DOGS OR CRYING CATS.


It shall be unlawful for any person knowingly to keep or harbor any dog which habitually barks, howls or yelps, or any cat which habitually cries or howls to the great discomfort of the peace and quiet of the neighborhood or in such manner as to materially disturb or annoy persons in the neighborhood who are of ordinary sensibilities.  Such dogs and cats are hereby declared to be a public nuisance.  A dog or cat is considered to be in violation of this Section when two (2) formal, written complaints are filed with the Police Department within a four (4) week period.

SEC. 7-1-14
PROHIBITED AND PROTECTED ANIMALS.

(a) PROTECTED ANIMALS.

1) Possession and Sale of Protected Animals.  It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, or corporation to possess with intent to sell or offer for sale, or buy or attempt to buy, within the City any of the following animals, alive or dead, or any part or product thereof: all wild cats of the family felidae, polar bear (thalarctos maritimum), red wolf (canis niger), vicuan (vicugna vicugna), or alligator, caiman or crocodile of the order of crocodilian, gray or timber wolf (canis lupus), sea otter (enhydra lutris), Pacific ridley turtle (lepidochelys olivacea), Atlantic green turtle (chelonian mydas), Mexican ridley turtle (lepidochelys kempi).

2) Compliance with Federal Regulations.  It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to buy, sell or offer for sale a native or foreign species or subspecies of mammal, bird, amphibian, or reptile, or the dead body or parts thereof, which appears on the endangered species list designated by the United States Secretary of the Interior and published in the Code of Federal Regulations pursuant to the Endangered Species Act of 1969 (Public Law 135, 91st Congress).

3) Regulating the importation of certain birds.  No person, firm or corporation shall import or cause to be imported into this City any part of the plumage, skin or dead body of any species of hawk, owl, or eagle.  This paragraph shall not be construed to forbid or restrict the importation or use of the plumage, skin, body, or any part thereof legally collected for use by the American Indians for ceremonial purposes or in the preservation of their tribal customs and heritage.

(b) EXCEPTIONS.  The provisions of Subsection (a) above shall not be deemed to prevent the importation, possession, purchase, or sale of any species by any public agency, institute of higher learning, persons holding federal permits, or by a person holding a Scientific Collectors Permit issued by the Secretary of the Department of Natural Resources of the state, or to any person or organization licensed to present a circus.

(c) WILD ANIMALS, FOWL, RETILES AND INSECTS; PROHIBITION ON KEEPING.  It shall be unlawful for any person to keep, maintain or have in his possession or under his control within the City any poisonous reptile or any other dangerous or carnivorous wild animal or reptile, any vicious or dangerous domesticated animal or any other animal or reptile of wild, vicious or dangerous propensities and any noisy fowl, including chickens, rooster of similar clucking or crowing fowl and any poisonous insects, or bees.  Specifically, it shall be unlawful for any person to keep maintain or have in his possession or under control within the City any of the following animals:

(1) All poisonous animals including rear-fang snakes.

(2) Apes: Chimpanzees (Pan); gibbons (Hylobates); gorillas (Gorilla); organgutans (Pongo); ans siamangs (Symphalangus).

(3) Baboons (Papoi, Mandrillus).

(4) Bears (Ursidae).

(5) Bison (Bison).

(6) Cheetahs (Acinonyx jubatus).

(7) Crocodilians (Crocodilia), thirty (30) inches in length or more.

(8) Constrictor snakes, six (6) feet in length or more.

(9) Coyotes (Canis latrans).

(10) Deer (Cervidae); includes all member of the deer family, for         example, white-tailed deer, elk, antelope and moose.

(11) Elephants (Elephas and Loxodonta).

(12) Game cocks and other fighting birds.

(13) Hippopotami (Hippopotamidae).

(14) Hyenas (Hyaenidae).

(15) Jaguars (Panthera onca).

(16) Leopards (Panthera pardus).

(17) Lions (Panthera leo).

(18) Lynxes (Lynx).

(19) Monkeys, old world (Cercopithecidae).

(20) Ostriches (Struthio).

(21) Piranha fish (Characidae).

(22) Pumas (Felis concolor); also known as cougars, mountain lions and panthers.

(23) Rhinoceroses (Rhinocero tidae).

(24) Sharks (class Chondrichthyes).

(25) Snow leopards (Panthera uncial).

(26) Swine (Suidae).

(27) Tigers (Panthera tigris).

(28) Wolves (Canis lupus).

(29) Bees or any type of poisonous insects.

(30) Chickens or roosters, UNLESS said fowl are maintained indoors as bona fide pets and do not create a nuisance to neighbors by clucking or crowing; or UNLESS said chickens or roosters are kept within the City of Loyal on property zoned as Rural Development District (RD) which zoning allows permitted uses and structures for poultry raising.

(d) PET SHOPS.  The provisions of Subsection (b) above shall not apply to licensed pet shops, zoological gardens and circuses, if: 

(1) Their location conforms to the provisions of the zoning ordinance of the City.

(2) All animals and animal quarters are kept in a clean and sanitary condition and so maintained as to eliminate objectionable odors.

(3) Animals are maintained in quarters so constructed as to prevent their escape.

(4) No person lives or resides within one hundred ($100.00) feet of the quarters in which the animals are kept.
