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SEC. 8-1-1
STATE TRAFFIC LAWS ADOPTED.

(a) STATUTES ADOPTED.  Excepted as otherwise specifically provide in this Code, the statutory provision in Chapters 340 through 348 of the Wisconsin Statutes, describing and defining regulations with respect to vehicles and traffic, exclusive of any provisions therein relating to penalties to be imposed and exclusive of any regulations for which the statutory penalty is a fine or term of imprisonment are hereby adopted and by reference made a part of this Chapter as if fully set forth herein.  Any act required to be performed or prohibited by any regulation incorporated herein by reference is required or prohibited by this Chapter.  Any future amendments, revisions or modifications of the statutory regulations in Chapters 340 through 348 incorporated herein are intended to be made part of this Chapter in order to secure to the extent legally practicable uniform statewide regulation of vehicles traffic on the highways, streets and alleys of the State of Wisconsin.

(b) OTHER STATE LAWS ADOPTED.  There are also hereby adopted by reference the following sections of the Wisconsin Statutes, but the prosecution of such offenses under this ordinance shall be as provided in Chapters 340 through 348 of the Wisconsin Statutes and the penalty for violation thereof shall be limited to a forfeiture as hereinafter provided in this Chapter:

(c) STATUTES SPECIFICALLY INCORPORATED BY REFERENCE.  Whenever this Chapter incorporates by reference specific sections of the Wisconsin Statutes, such references shall mean the Wisconsin Statutes of 2005-2006 as from time to time amended, repealed or modified by the Wisconsin Legislature.

(d) GENERAL REFERENCES.  General references in this Chapter to Wisconsin Statutory sections or chapter describing or defining procedures or authority for enactment or enforcement of local traffic regulations shall be deemed to refer to the most recent enactments of the Wisconsin Legislature describing or defining such procedures or authorities.

SEC. 8-1-2
OFFICIAL TRAFFIC SIGNS AND CONTROL DEVICES; PROHIBITED SIGNS, SIGNALS AND MARKERS.

(a) DUTY OF CHIEF OF POLICE TO ERECT AND INSTALL UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES.  Whenever traffic regulations created by this Chapter, including a State of Wisconsin traffic regulation adopted by reference in Section 8-1-1, require the erection of traffic control devices for enforcement, the Chief of Police, with  the cooperation of the Street Department, shall procure, erect and maintain uniform traffic control devices conforming to the Uniform Traffic Control Device Manual promulgated by the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, giving notice of such traffic regulation to the users of the streets and highways on which such regulations apply.  Whenever State law grants discretion to local authorities in erecting or placement of a uniform traffic control device, devices shall be erected in such locations and in such a manner as in the judgment of the Chief of Police or his designee will carry out the purposes of this Chapter and give adequate warning to user of the streets and highways of the City of Loyal.

(b) CODE NUMBERS TO BE AFFIXED TO OFFICIAL TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES.  The Chief of Police or his designee shall cause to be placed on each official traffic control sign, a guide board, milepost, signal or marker erected under Subsection (a) a code number assigned by the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, and shall also place or direct the placing of code numbers on all existing official traffic control devices as required by the laws of the State of Wisconsin.

(c) PROHIBITED SIGNS AND MARKERS IN HIGHWAYS.  No person, other than an officer authorized by this Chapter to erect and maintain official traffic control devices or his or her designee, shall place within the limits of any street or highway maintained by the City of Loyal any sign, signal, marker, mark or monument unless permission is first obtained from the Chief of Police or where applicable, the State Highway Commission.  Any sign, signal, marker, mark or monument placed or maintained in violation of this subsection shall be subject to removal as provided in Subsection (d).

(d) REMOVAL OF UNOFFICIAL SIGNS, MARKERS, SIGNALS AND TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES.  The Chief of Police or his designee may revoke any sign, signal, marking or other device, which is placed, maintained or displayed in violation of this Chapter or state law.  Any charge imposed against premises for removal of a prohibited or illegal sign, signal, marking or device shall be reported by the Chief of Police or his designee to the Common Council for review and certification at its next regular meeting following the imposition of the charge.  Any charge not paid on or before the next succeeding November 15 shall be placed upon the tax roll for collection as other special municipal taxes.

SEC. 8-1-3
OFFICIAL TRAFFIC MAP.

(a) OFFICIAL TRAFFIC MAP ESTABLISHED.  There is hereby established for the City of Loyal an Official Traffic Map, dated July 1, 1984, upon which is indicated as of said date, all existing stop signs, arterial intersections, yield signs, speed zones and school crossings and which the laws of the State of Wisconsin require the erection or use of official traffic control devices to enforce such restrictions or limitations.  All such restrictions and limitations set forth on said Official Traffic Map are hereby ratified and affirmed. 

(b) ADDITIONS TO MAP.  The Common Council may from time to time make additions to or deletions from the Official Traffic Map and the Chief of Police shall keep such Official Traffic Map current.  Every addition to said Official Traffic Map made after July 1, 1984 shall indicate the number of the authorizing ordinance or resolution and the date the appropriate official traffic control device was erected, and every deletion shall indicate the number of the authorizing ordinance or resolution.*

(c) MAP TO BE MAINTAINED.  A copy of the Official Traffic Map shall be maintained and displayed in the Municipal Building.  The Chief of Police shall make appropriate authorized changes on said map within three (3) working days after the appropriate official traffic control device is erected or removed, as the case may be.

(d) VIOLATIONS PROHIBITED.  When official traffic control devices giving notice of the restrictions, prohibitions and limitations shown on the Official Traffic Map are erected and maintained in accordance with the provisions of this Section, a violation of the restriction, prohibition or limitation shown on the Official Traffic Map shall be a violation of the provisions of this Chapter.

SEC. 8-1-4
RESTRICTIONS ON PARKING; SPECIAL LIMITATIONS.

(a) SEVENTY-TOW (72) HOUR LIMITATION.  No person shall park or leave standing any vehicle on any street in the City of Loyal for a period of seventy-two (72) or more consecutive hours in the same location at any time.  When any police officer shall find a vehicle standing upon a street in violation of the provisions of this section, he is authorized to move such a vehicle or to require the operator in charge thereof to move such vehicle to a position permitted under this ordinance.  The police officer may cause said vehicle to be removed to a proper impoundment and storage area within the City where storage space is available and in such case the owner shall pay the cost of removing said vehicle and the storage fees on said vehicle before he may recover the possession thereof.

RESOLUTION TO DECLARE A THROUGH HIGHWAY.


WHEREAS, The City Council of the City of Loyal, Clark County, Wisconsin, in the interest of public safety has determined that a portion of Union Street shall be declared a through highway.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the authority granted by Wisconsin Statute 349.07(3), that portion of Union Street from Maple street to its intersection with Mill street is declared a through highway with traffic on Central Street, South Street, Draper Street and Maple Street to stop for traffic on Union Street.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, The addition of this portion of Union Street as a through street shall be indicated on the Section 8-1-3 of the Code of Ordinances.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, this resolution shall take effect and be in full force upon its passage, publication and installation of require stop signs.

(b) POSTED LIMITATIONS.  No person shall park or cause to be parked, except physicians on emergency calls, on any street in the City of loyal in violation of the hours posted on the signs placed at or reasonably near the corporate limits of the City of Loyal in accordance with the provisions of Section 349.13 of the Wis. Stats.  The Chief of Police is hereby granted the authority within the reasonable exercise of police power to prohibit, limit the time or otherwise restrict the stopping, standing or parking of vehicles beyond the provisions of Chapter 346 and shall also have the authority to restrict the turning or movement of heavy traffic and to impose special weight limitations on any highway or portions thereof which, because of the weakness of the roadbed due to deterioration or climate conditions, or special or temporary conditions, would likely be seriously damaged or destroyed in the absence of any restrictions on heavy traffic movement or special weight limitations.  No prohibition, restriction or limitation on parking or restriction on movement or turning of heavy traffic and imposition of special weight limits placed or erected indicating the particular prohibition restriction or limitation.

(c) RESTRICTED PARKING ON MAIN STREET.

(1) It shall be unlawful for any person or person, firm or corporation or any other to park or leave unattended any automobile, truck or any other vehicle on the Main Street of the City of Loyal, Clark County, Wisconsin, between the hours of 2:00a.m. and 6:00a.m., during any month of the year.

(2) No person shall park or leave standing any tractor, combine or other farm implement on Main Street.

(d) SEASONAL PARKING LIMITATIONS.  Except for that portion of Main Street which is posted with official traffic signs that prohibit parking between the hours of 2:00a.m. and 6:00a.m., it shall be unlawful for  any person or persons, firm or corporation or any other to park or leave unattended any automobile, truck or any other vehicle on any street in the City of Loyal between the hours of 1:00a.m. and 6:00a.m. during the months of November, December, January, February, March and April.

(e) SPECIAL PERMIT PARKING ON STREETS AND PARKING LOTS.

(1) Locations.  Special privilege permit parking is authorized in the following locations:

a) In areas designated by the Chief of Police or Common Council and posted with signs for permit parking only.

b) In those places during which parking is restricted or prohibited at certain times.

(2) Issuance of Permit.  The Chief of Police may allow vehicle parking in those areas described in subsection (1), provided the operator or owner shall first obtain a special privilege application.  The person obtaining the permit shall be responsible for the parking of the vehicle as authorized by such permit.

(3) Name and Address.  The application forms shall contain the name and address of the registered owner of the vehicle, the license number, make and year, the date of issuance and the date of expiration.

(4) Duration of the Permit.  Any special parking permit issued shall be valid only for that length of time and location specified in the permit.  The Chief of Police shall designate the time period for which the permit is valid, however, no permit shall be issued for a period more than 6 months in length.

(5) Placed on Windshield.  Permits issued under this Section shall be place in the lower left hand corner of the windshield or in such other conspicuous place as the Chief of Police may designate, while the motor vehicle is in a parked position.

(6) No Permits for Winter Parking on Through Highways.  From November 1 to April 30, inclusive, no special permits shall be issued for parking upon any through highway.

(7) Compliance.  A special parking permit issued under this Section shall not permit parking in violation of any other provision of this Code relating to time, place and manner of parking, stopping or standing of vehicles, including regulations relating to civil defense and snow emergencies and the Chief of Police may cancel any permit issued under this Section upon giving 24 hour notice to the permit holder.

(8) Notwithstanding subsection (2) or (6), a police officer of the City of Loyal, upon request of any motor vehicle owner or operator, may give permission without the issuance of a special parking permit, to temporarily park or leave standing overnight any vehicle during those times when restricted by Section 8-1-4(a) to (d).

SEC. 8-1-5
OPERATORS TO OBEY TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES.


Every operator of a vehicle approaching an intersection at which an Official Traffic Control Device is erected in accordance with this Chapter shall obey the direction of such Official Traffic Control Device as required by the Wisconsin Statutes incorporated by reference in Section 8-1-1 of this Chapter.  Operators of vehicles approaching a stop sign shall stop before entering a highway as required by Section 346.46, Wis. Stats.  Operators approaching intersections at which a yield sign has been installed shall yield the right-of-way to other vehicles as required by Section 346.18(6), Wis. Stats.

SEC. 8-1-6
PARKING IN CITY HALL PARKING LOT.

(a) No person shall park or leave standing in the Municipal Building (City Hall) parking lot any truck in excess of six thousand (6000) pounds gross weight or any truck tractor, semi-trailer, trailer, motorbus, motor home, mobile home, motorcycle, recreational vehicle, motorized construction equipment, farm tractor, implement of husbandry, animal-drawn vehicle, snowmobile, all terrain vehicle, riding lawn mower or any other off road vehicle.  This paragraph does not apply to any city owned vehicles or other vehicles exempted by the city to perform certain specified services.

(b) No person shall park or leave standing any vehicle, other than a city owned vehicle, in the city hall parking lot between the hours of 3:00a.m. and 6:00a.m. without city police permission.

(c) The Chief of Police or his designee shall post official traffic signs adjacent to the City Hall, which shall reserve parking spaces for the handicapped, city hall customers, city employees and city owned or authorized vehicles.

(d) No person shall park or leave standing any vehicle in the city hall parking lot where and at times parking is prohibited, limited, restricted or reserved by official traffic signs or in any place so as to obstruct or hinder vehicle or pedestrian traffic.

SEC. 8-1-7
ONE-WAY STREETS DESIGNATED AND U-TURNS PROHIBITED.

(a) Post Street in the City of Loyal shall be one way only for travel from Main Street west to Division Street.


(b) Pursuant to authorization of the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, U-turns are prohibited on State Trunk Highway 98 within the City of Loyal at the following locations:

(1) On Main Street with its intersection with Spring Street

(2) On Main Street with its intersection with Mill Street

(3) On Main Street with its intersection with Central Street

(4) On Main Street with its intersection with Post Street.

SEC. 8-1-8
MISCELLANEOUS PARKING RESTRICTIONS.

(a) PARKING DURING SNOW REMOVAL.  The Common Council hereby declares that an emergency exists during and following a blizzard or snowstorm, pursuant to 166.23, Wis. Stats.  No person shall park, stop, or leave standing any automobile, truck, or other vehicle, except authorized emergency vehicles or snow removal equipment, on any highway, street, alley or city-owned parking lot until the snow from the storm has been removed.  This paragraph shall be controlling over any other ordinance, which might in any way conflict.

(b) STREET MAINTENANCE.  Whenever, it is necessary to clear or repair a City roadway or any part thereof, the Street Department shall post such highways or parts thereof with signs bearing the words “No Parking- Street Maintenance Work.”  Such signs shall be erected at least two (2) hours prior to the time that street maintenance work is to be commenced.  No person shall park a motor vehicle in violation of such signs. 

(c) PARKING ADJACENT TO SCHOOL.

(1) During the hours of 7:30 AM to 4:30 PM during school days, no person may stop or leave any vehicle standing, whether temporarily or otherwise, on West Central Street between Gwinn Street and Helm Street when and where the stopping or standing restriction is indicated by official traffic signs.  Persons whose residences abut Central Street where the time of parking is restricted by official traffic signs may receive permission from the Police Department to park their vehicles on Central Street without regard to the time restrictions posted.

(2) No person shall park or leave standing any vehicle except school buses, for more than fifteen (15) minutes between the hours of 7:30 AM and 4:30 PM during school days on the north side of West Central Street adjacent to the Loyal High School when and where the parking restriction is indicated by official traffic signs.

SEC. 8-1-9
STOPPING OR PARKING PROHIBITED IN CERTAIN SPECIFIED PLACES; ANGLE PARKING.

(a) PARKING PROHIBITED.  No person shall stop, park or leave standing any vehicle, whether attended or unattended and whether temporarily or otherwise, in any of the following places:

(1) Within an intersection.

(2) On a crosswalk.

(3) On a sidewalk or sidewalk area, except when parking in such place is clearly indicated by official traffic signs or markers or parking meters.

(4) Alongside or opposite any highway excavation or obstruction when such stopping or standing would obstruct traffic or when pedestrian traffic would be required to travel in the roadway.

(5) On the roadway side of any parked vehicle unless double parking is clearly indicated by official traffic signs or markers.

(6) Within twenty (20) feet of the driveway entrance to a fire station.

(7) Upon any portion of a highway where and at the time when stopping or standing is prohibited by official traffic signs indicating the prohibition of any stopping or standing.

(8) In any place or manner so as to obstruct or hinder traffic.

(9) Within ten (10) feet of a fire hydrant, unless a greater distance is indicated by an official traffic sign.

(10) Upon any portion of a highway where and at the time when parking is prohibited, limited or restricted by official traffic signs.

(11) Upon any bridge.

(b) ANGLE PARKING.  Angle parking or parking diagonally is prohibited on all streets, alleys and highways of the City of Loyal except where vehicle parking markers indicate that the same is permissible

(c) No person shall park or leave standing any truck, trailer, or other vehicle in the municipal parking lot located at 401 East Industrial Drive for seventy-two (72) or more continuous hours in the same location except upon permission granted by the Loyal Police Department

(d) In accordance with Section 8-1-29(f), the northern one-half of the municipal parking lot located at 401 E. Industrial Drive shall be the designated parking area for heavy trucks or trailers, which have extended motor or refrigerator units running.  No person shall operate, park or leave standing any truck or trailer with a motor or refrigerator unit running longer than thirty (30) minutes except in the above designated area.  Any motor or exhaust system which is defective or modified or otherwise emits excessive noise or smoke shall be considered a public nuisance and hereby prohibited from being operated while standing or parked in the municipal parking lot.

SEC. 8-1-10
PARKING IN DRIVEWAYS.


No person shall park or leave standing any motor vehicle in any private driveway without the permission of the owner or lessee of the property upon which such driveway is located, whether or not such driveway is posted to limit or restrict parking.

SEC. 8-1-11
PARKING RESERVED FOR VEHICLES OF DISABLED.

(a)
When official traffic signs indicating such restriction have been erected in accordance with Section 8-1-2 of this Chapter, no person shall park, stop or leave standing any vehicle upon any portion of a street, highway or public or private parking facility reserved for vehicles displaying special registration plates or identification cards or emblems issued by the Wisconsin Department of Transportation or, for vehicles registered in another jurisdiction, by such other jurisdiction designating the vehicle as one used by a physically disabled person.

(b)
FORFEITURES FOR PARKING VIOLATIONS: 

(1) 
The penalty for violating this Section shall be a forfeiture of Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00); 

(2)
If the forfeiture is not paid within fifteen (15) days from date of issuance, forfeiture amount increases to Fifty Dollars ($50.00). 

SEC. 8-1-12
LEAVING KEYS IN VEHICLE PROHIBITED; PARKING VEHICLES WITH MOTOR RUNNING.

(a) LEAVING KEYS IN VEHICLE.  No person shall permit any motor vehicle in his custody to stand or remain unattended on any street, alley or other public area, except an attended parking area, unless either the startling lever, throttle, steering apparatus, gear shift or ignition of the vehicle is locked and the key for such lock is removed from the vehicle.

(b) PARKING VEHICLES WITH MOTOR RUNNING.   No person shall park or leave standing any motor vehicle with the motor or refrigerator unit running for more than five (5) minutes within three hundred (300) feet of any residence within the City between the hours of 10:00 PM and 7:00 AM.

SEC. 8-1-13
UNATTENDED MOTORIZED MACHINERY.


It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to permit any construction, compaction, earth-grading or farm machinery which is self-propelled and moves upon the surface of the earth, and which is owned or controlled by him to stand for any period of time unattended without locking the ignition system or otherwise rendering said machinery inoperable so as to prevent any person unauthorized by the owner or individual in control thereof starting said machinery.

SEC. 8-1-14
TRAFFIC AND PARKING REGULATIONS ON SCHOOL DISTRICT GROUNDS.

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 118.105, Wis. Stats., the following regulations shall apply to the grounds of the Loyal School District located within the City:

(a) PARKING.   All parking on any grounds of the Loyal School District from 7:30 AM to 4:30 PM shall be restricted to areas designated for parking by the School Board.  When signs are erected by the School Board giving notice of such restrictions, all persons shall park only in areas designated and signed for visitor parking.  There shall be no parking on said grounds between 11:00 PM and 6:00 AM, except when school functions extend past 11:00 PM; on such nights there shall be no parking one (1) hour after the function has concluded.

(b) SPEED LIMITS.   No person shall at any time operate a motor vehicle upon any Loyal School District grounds at a speed in excess of ten (10) miles per hour.

(c) VEHICLES PROHIBITED AT SPECIFIED TIMES.  No person shall at any time operate a motor vehicle, other than a school bus and emergency vehicle, in or upon any drive designated for buses only by sign during the hours of 7:30 AM to 9:00 AM and during the hours of 3:00 PM and 4:30 PM on any weekday during the months school is in session. 

SEC. 8-1-15
UNLAWFUL REMOVAL OF PARKING CITATIONS.


No person other than the owner or operator thereof shall remove a City parking ticket forma motor vehicle.

SEC. 8-1-16
REGISTRATION RECORD OF VEHICLE AS EVIDENCE.


When any vehicle is found upon a street or highway in violation of any provision of this Chapter regulating the stopping, standing or parking of vehicles and the identity of the operator cannot be determined, the owner as shown by the ownership registration of the vehicle supplied by the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, or a comparable authority of any other State, shall be deemed to have committed the violation for purposes of enforcement of this Chapter and specifically Section 8-1-1 and shall be subject to the applicable forfeiture penalty; provided the defenses defined and described in Section 346.485(b), Wis. Stats., shall be a defends for an owner charged with such violation.

SEC. 8-1-17
ACCIDENT REPORTS.

The operator of every vehicle involved in an accident shall within ten (10) days after such accident file with the City Police Department a copy of the report required by Section 346.70 of the Wisconsin Statutes, if any.  If the operator is unable to make such report, any occupant of the vehicle at the time of the accident capable of making such report shall have the duty to comply with this Section.  Such reports shall be subject to the provisions and limitations of Sections 346.70(4)(f) and 346.73 of the Wisconsin Statutes, specifically that accident reports filed under this Section shall be for the confidential use of the Department and shall not be open to public inspection except as permitted by Section 346.73, Wis. Stats.  Such report shall not be used as evidence in any trial or proceeding.

SEC. 8-1-18
SCHOOL BUS WARNING LIGHTS.

(a) Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 346.48(2) (b)2, Wis. Stats., adopted by reference in Section 8-1-1 to the contrary, school bus operators shall use flashing red warning lights in residential and business districts when pupils or their authorized passengers are to be loaded or unloaded at locations at which there are no crosswalk or traffic signals so that pupils must cross the street or highway before being loaded or after being loaded.

(b) Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 346.48(2) (bm), Wis. Stats., adopted by reference in Section 8-1-1 to the contrary, school bus operators are prohibited from using the flashing red warning lights when pupils or other authorized passengers are loaded or unloaded directly from or onto the school grounds or that port of the right-of-way between the roadway and the school grounds in a zone designated by “school” warning signs as provided in Section 118.08(1), Wis. Stats. in which street or highway borders the rounds of a school.

SEC. 8-1-19
OPERATION OF MOTOR VEHICLES IN PUBLIC PARKING LOTS, RAMPS AND WALKING TRAILS.

(a) UNLICENSED OPERATORS PROHIBITED.  No person who does not hold a valid operator’s license shall operate a vehicle in any public parking lot or ramp or in any private parking lot or road held out for the use of parking for the general public.

(b) TRAFFIC REGULATIONS APPLICABLE.  All provisions of Section 8-1-1 of this Chapter and of the Wisconsin Statutes and laws incorporated herein by reference shall be applicable on any public parking lot or ramp and on any private parking lot or road held out for use of the general public for parking or vehicular travel.

(c) PROHIBITION OF USE OF UNAUTHORIZED MOTOR VEHICLES ON MUNICIPAL WALKING TRAILS.  Unless specifically authorized by the Police Department or municipal employees or emergency medical responders, no motorized vehicle, snowmobile, minibike, golf cart, go-kart, all terrain and utility terrain vehicle, motorcycle, automobile, truck, or similar type of vehicle shall travel on any municipal walking trail, except for the sole purpose of crossing the same.

SEC. 8-1-20
UNNECESSARY ACCELERATION OF VEHICLES PROHIBITED.


No driver of any vehicle, including motorcycles, all-terrain vehicles and bicycles, shall cause, by excessive and unnecessary acceleration, the tires of such vehicle or cycle to spin and emit loud noises or to unnecessarily throw stones or gravel; nor shall such driver cause to be made by excessive and unnecessary acceleration any loud noise as would disturb the public peace. 

SEC. 8-1-21
REMOVAL OF ILLEGALLY PARKED VEHICLES.

(a) HAZARD TO PUBLIC SAFETY.  Any vehicle parked, stopped or standing upon a highway in violation of any of the provisions of this Chapter is declared to be a hazard to traffic and public safety.

(b) REMOVAL BY OPERATOR.  Such vehicle shall be removed by the operator in charge, upon request of any traffic officer, to a position where parking is permitted or to a private or public parking or storage premises.

(c) REMOVAL BY TRAFFIC OFFICER.  Any traffic officer after issuing a citation for illegal parking, stopping or standing of an unattended vehicle in violation of this Chapter, is authorized to remove such vehicle to a position where parking is permitted.

(d) REMOVAL BY PRIVATE SERVICE.  The officer may order a motor carrier holding a permit to perform vehicle towing services, a licensed motor vehicle salvage dealer or a licensed motor vehicle dealer who performs vehicle towing services to remove and store such vehicle in any public storage garage or rental parking grounds or any facility of the person providing the towing services.

(e) TOWING AND STORAGE CHARGES.  In addition to other penalties provided in this Chapter, the owner or operator of a vehicle so removed shall pay reasonable cost of moving, towing and storage.  If the vehicle is towed or stored by a private motor carrier, motor vehicle salvage dealer or licensed motor vehicle dealer, actual charges regularly paid for such services shall be paid.  If the vehicle is stored in a public storage garage or rental facility, customary charges for such storage shall be paid.  Upon payment, a receipt shall be issued to the owner of the vehicle for the towing or storage charge.  

SEC. 8-1-22
INOPERABLE WRECKED OR DISCARDED VEHICLES.

(a) STORAGE PROHIBITED.  No person owning or having custody of any partially dismantled, non-operable, wrecked, junked or discarded motor vehicle shall allow such vehicle to remain on any public highway, parking lot or ramp longer than seventy-two (72) hours after notification thereof by the Police Department.  Notification shall be accomplished by placing in a conspicuous place on the vehicle and by mailing or serving upon the owner or occupant in charge of the premises a written notice setting forth briefly the applicable provisions of this Section and the date of the notice.  Any vehicle so tagged which is not removed within twenty-four (24) hours after notice is declared to be a public nuisance and may be removed as provided in Section 8-1-21.

(b) EXEMPTIONS.  This section shall not apply to a motor vehicle in an appropriate storage place or depository maintained in a lawful place and manner authorized by the City.  

SEC. 8-1-23
OFF-HIGHWAY VEHICLE OPERATION IN AND GOLF CART USE IN CITY RESTRICTED.

(a)  Except as specifically authorized under Title 8, Chapter 2 of the City of Loyal Code of Ordinances, or subsection (c) below, no person shall operate any mini-bike, go-kart, all terrain vehicle or any other motor-driven craft or vehicle principally manufactured for off-highway use on City streets, alleys, parks, parking lots or on public lands or private lands or parking lots held open to the public.  The operator shall at all times have the consent of the owner before operation of such craft or vehicle on private lands.

(b)  No person, shall, without consent of proper authority, operate or park any motor vehicle on any public property, to include any lawn, terrace or other public property which is outside of any roadway, parking lot or driveway where the operation of motor vehicles is permitted. For purposes of this section, “public property” includes  property owned or leased by the City of Loyal, or the School District of Loyal.

(c)  Golf cart regulation and use in City.
(1)  Intent. The City of Loyal adopts the following regulations creating routes and standards for the operation of golf carts upon the streets and alleys of the City of Loyal.  

(2)  Statutory Authority. Conflicts. This Section, and any routes created hereunder, is created pursuant to authority granted to the City of Loyal under Section 349.18 Wis. Stats..

(3)  Operation Authorized. All registered golf carts are allowed to be operated on all City streets with a posted speed limit of 25 miles per hour, or less, and/or the shoulders of said street, or upon any roadway or alley within the City of Loyal.  The operator of said golf cart must stay within the posted speed limits for said street or ally.  Golf carts may not be operated on sidewalks except for the limited purpose of crossing the same.   
  


(4)  Conditions of Operations.  The following conditions of operation shall apply to all operators and passengers of golf carts: 


(i)  Speed. No person shall operate a golf cart within the City of Loyal at a speed in excess of 25 m.p.h., including on any street, alley or other public way, including road shoulders.  

(ii) Restrictions on Equipment.  No golf cart may be operated on any street, alley or public way within the City of Loyal unless it complies with all noise, registration, and other equipment standards as established in the Wisconsin Statutes or this Code of Ordinances.           

      



(iii) Headlights, Tail light and Directional Signals Requirements.  

Every golf cart operating within the City of Loyal upon any public street, alley or public way shall have a rear view mirror, lighted headlights, tail lights, directional signal lights (blinkers) and functional brake lights at all times, day and night, and said lights shall conform to the requirements of this Section. Headlights shall be of a white or clear light and be capable of illuminating the road ahead during the hours of darkness and be observed at a distance of five hundred (500) feet.  Headlights shall be properly adjusted so as to not interfere with the operation of other vehicles on the roadway. Tail lights (two in number) shall be red in color and be observable to a distance of five hundred (500) feet at night and located on the outer edges of the cart.  Amber reflectorized tape strips shall be installed on the sides of the golf cart. If a trailer is towed behind a golf cart, the trailer shall conform with all lighting requirements applicable to golf carts.       

(5)  Operations Restrictions.  Golf carts operating on City streets, alleys and other roadways shall comply with the following:

(a)  Golf carts shall be operated on the extreme right side of the roadway and 
travel with the flow of traffic. 

(b)  Golf carts shall be operated in single-file, with headlights and taillights in operation at all times, day or night. 

(c)  Golf carts operators shall yield the right-of-way to all other vehicular traffic bicycles and pedestrians.

(6)  Registration/Permit Requirement; Inspection.

(a)  General Requirements. In addition to any other registration requirements that may be imposed by the State of Wisconsin, an annual City Registration/Permit is required to operate any golf cart within the City of Loyal.  The nonrefundable annual fee for this Permit shall be in the amount of $25.00 payable upon application for the Permit.  The application form shall be made available from the City Clerk. 



(b)
Inspection Requirement.  

(i)  The owner of the golf cart shall present proof of ownership and valid insurance at the time of inspection to the Loyal Police Department.

(ii)  A registration application shall be completed in full and signed by the owner.

(iii) The golf cart shall meet all inspection requirements prior to a permit being issued by the Loyal Police Department.


(iv)  No racing-type golf carts, golf cart conversions, or converted golf cart drive trains will be allowed on City streets, alleys or public ways. 

(v)  No dirt bikes or other vehicles that are not considered to be standard golf carts will be allowed as golf carts.

(vi) Golf carts shall have a properly functioning muffler that meets the original manufacturer’s specifications and is sufficiently quiet.  Nospecially tuned or expansion-type mufflers are permitted.

(vii) Brakes and other safety equipments shall be properly functioning, and tires shall be in good condition.  All equipment shall be properly installed and functioning. 

(viii) No golf cart shall have broken, loose or unsafe parts improperly attached or be loose from the cart, and all lights shall be functioning properly.



  (c)
Permit Conditions.  

(i)  Upon satisfactory inspection of the golf cart, a City Registration/Permit may be issued allowing the golf cart to be operated upon all City streets, alleys and public ways for a period of one (1) year.  Such permit shall be placed to be plainly visible on the cart’s front cowling so as to be clearly visible to any enforcement official.  Proof of Insurance must be kept in the golf cart. 

(ii)  The annual City Registration/Permit shall be valid from May 1st through April 31st of the subsequent year. 

(iii)  The City Registration/Permit does not authorize golf cart use outside of the City of Loyal or on private property.  Operators in those areas shall conform to applicable local regulations and state laws governing those areas. 

(d)
Registration/Permit Exemption.  A golf cart may be exempt from the registration and permit requirements of this Section if its operator meets the definition of a person with a disability as described in Section 340.01(43g), Wis. Stats.  Proof of disability shall be carried by the driver of the golf cart while the cart is in operation if the disability is not readily apparent. 


(7)
  Unattended Golf Carts. No person shall leave or allow any golf cart owned or operated by him/her to remain unattended on any street, alley, public way or public property.

(8)
  Licensed Operator Requirements.  No person who is not lawfully licensed, or is under a current driver’s license suspension, revocation or cancellation for any reason, or who possesses only an instructional, probationary 

  or restricted driver’s license or permit, may operate a golf cart upon a public street, alley or public way in the City of Loyal.

(9)
  Route Prohibitions.  

(a)  No person may operate a golf cart for any reason by traveling down State Highway 98 in the City of Loyal.

(b)  No person may operate a golf cart for any reason on County Trunk K, where the posted speed limit is over 35 miles per hour, except that a golf cart may be driven at right angles across said County Trunk K from one side to the other, at all municipal street intersections with said County Trunk K wherein the posted speed limit is 35 miles per hour for said portion of County Trunk K.



(c)  No person may operate a golf cart in the following areas:

1.  Any City park except that golf carts may be operated in the parking 
lot and on properly posted roadways/trails of such parks.





       2.  Any cemeteries located in the City of Loyal.

3.  Any private property unless consent has been given by the property owner.  It is the responsibility of golf cart operators to know whether they are operating on public or private property.  

(10)  Exceptions.  The operator of golf carts is not subject to the provisions of this 
chapter under the following circumstances:

(a)  The operation of golf carts at private clubs or on private property, with the consent of the owner; or 


(b)  The use of a golf cart in connection with a parade, a festival or other special event, provided the consent of the sponsor is obtained and provided such vehicle is only used during such event. 


(11)  Denial and revocation. The registration/permit of a golf cart may be denied or subsequently revoked by the Loyal Police Department if it is determined that:
   



(a)  The application contains any material misrepresentation;

(b)  Financial responsibility requirement (liability insurance) has not been met;

(c)  The golf cart is not in compliance with the registration requirements set out above;

(d)  The golf cart has been altered or customized and no longer meets the definition of a golf cart;

(e)  Equipment supplied by the manufacturer, especially safety equipment, has been removed from the golf cart or the vehicle identification or serial number removed; or

(f)   Other good cause shown including repeated violations of this chapter.

(12)  Motor vehicle laws.  All laws regarding the use of motor vehicles in the State of Wisconsin and all ordinances regarding the use of motor vehicles in the City, not inconsistent therewith shall be observed, except that no golf cart may be operated at a speed in excess of 25 miles per hour.


(13)  Right-of-way.  The operator of a golf cart shall yield the right-of-way to overtaking motor vehicles. 


(14)  City property and sidewalks. Golf carts shall not be operated on any sidewalk, pedestrian walkway, jogging path, greenway, park, trails. Not with standing anything herein to the contrary, golf carts shall not be operated on property owned or leased by the City except with the express written consent of the 
Public Works Director and/or the Chief of Police and upon the terms and 


   conditions as may be set forth in such written permission.

(15)  Golf cart capacity and passengers.  The seating capacity (normally no more than four passengers) shall not be exceeded nor shall the operator or any passenger be permitted to stand while the golf cart is in operation.  All passengers, including the operator shall wear a seat belt or similar approved restraining device, when said vehicle is in motion. 




(16)  Commercial purposes.  Golf carts may not be used as a taxicab or bus or for the commercial carrying of passengers or the hauling of freight.


(17)  Parking.  Golf carts may only be parked in the same manner and at the same places designated for the parking of motor vehicles.  The stopping, standing or parking of golf carts in areas where parking is not allowed or in any place that impedes the flow of traffic, pedestrian walkways or a passageway is prohibited.

(18)  Towing. Golf carts may not be used for the purpose of towing another cart, or vehicle of any kind, including a person on roller skates, skateboard or bicycle.


(19)  Disclaimer and Liability. 


(a)  Disclaimer. Golf carts are not designed for nor manufactured to be used on public streets and the City neither advocates nor endorses the golf cart as a safe means of travel on public streets, roads and highways.  The City in no way shall be liable for accidents, injuries or death involving the operation of

  
(b)  Assumption of risk. Any person who owns, operates or rides in a golf cart on a public street, road or highway within the City does so at his or her 
own risk and peril, and assumes all liability resulting from the operation of the golf cart.

(20)  Violations and penalties. If any person shall violate this chapter, he or she shall be guilty of a forfeiture and shall be fined pursuant to the penalties and in the manner as set forth in Section 1-1-7 of the Municipal Code for first, second and continued violations, or under Section 8-1-1 of the Municipal Code if the violation is also an offense under the State Traffic Laws.

SEC. 8-1-24
STATE ADMINISTRATIVE CODE PROVISIONS ADOPTED.

(a) ADMINISTRATIVE REGULATIONS ADOPTED.  The following administrative rules and regulations adopted by the Secretary of the Wisconsin Department of Transportation and published in the Wisconsin Administrative Code, exclusive of any provisions therein relating to the penalties to be imposed, are hereby adopted by reference and made part of this Chapter as if fully set forth herein.  Any future amendments, revisions or modifications of the administrative codes adopted herein by reference are intended to be made part of this code.

(b) NON-COMPLIANCE PROHIBITED.  No person shall operate or allow to be operated on any highway, street or alley within the City a vehicle that is not in conformity with the requirements of Subsection (a) or the provision of Section 110.075 and Chapter 347, Wis. Stats., incorporated by reference in Section 8-1-1 of this Chapter.

(c) OWNER’S LIABILITY.  Any owner of a vehicle not equipped as required by this Section who knowingly causes or permits such vehicle to be operated on a highway in violation of this Section is guilty of the violation the same as if he or she had operated the vehicle.  The provision of Section 347.04, Wis. Stats., relating to non-applicability of demerit points, shall apply to owners convicted of violation of this Section.

(d) SAFETY CHECKS.

(1) Operators to Submit to Inspection.  When directed to do so by any law enforcement officer, the operator of any motor vehicle shall stop and submit such vehicle to an inspection and such tests as are necessary to determine whither the vehicle meets the requirements of this Section, or that the vehicle’s equipment is in proper adjustment r repair.  No person, when operating a motor vehicle, shall fail to stop and submit such vehicle to inspection when directed to do so by any law enforcement officer as herein provided.

(2) Authority of Officer.  Any law enforcement officer of the City is hereby empowered whenever he or she shall have reason to believe that any provision of this Section is being violated to order the operator of the vehicle to stop and to submit such vehicle to an inspection with respect to breaks, lights, turn signals, steering, horns and warning devices, glass mirrors, exhaust systems, windshield wipers, tires and other items of equipment.

(3) Vehicle to be Removed From Highway.  Whenever, after inspection as provided by this Section, a law enforcement officer determines that a vehicle is unsafe for operation, he or she may order it removed from the highway and not operated; except for purposes of removal and repair until the vehicle has been repaired as directed in a repair order.  Repair orders may be in the form prescribed by the secretary of the Department of Transportation under Section 110.075 (5), Wis. Stats., and shall require the vehicle owner or operator to cause the repairs to be made and return evidence of compliance with the repair order to the department of issuing officer within the time specified in the order.

(e) PENALTY.  Penalty for violation of any provision of this Section including the provisions of the Wisconsin Administration Code, incorporated herein by reference, shall be as provided in Subsection (c) of this Section, together with the costs of prosecution and applicable penalty assessment.

SEC. 8-1-25
PENALTIES.

(a) FORFEITURE PENALTY.  The penalty for violation of any provision of this Chapter shall be a forfeiture as hereafter provided, together with court costs and fees prescribed by Section 814.63 (1) and (2) or 814.65 (1), Wis. Stats., the penalty assessment for moving traffic violations and the driver improvement surcharge imposed by Section 757.05 and 346.655, Wis. Stats., where applicable.  Payment of the judgment and applicable court costs, fees, assessments and surcharges may be suspended by the sentencing court for not more than sixty (60) days.  Any person eighteen (18) years of age or older who shall fail to pay the amount of the forfeiture, court costs, any penalty assessment or driver surcharge or other penalty imposed for violation of any provision of this Chapter may, upon order of the court entering judgment therefore and having jurisdiction of the case, be imprisoned until such forfeiture, costs and assessments are paid, but not exceeding ninety (90) days.

(b) OTHER SANCTIONS.

(1) By Court.  Nothing herein shall preclude or affect the power of the sentencing court to exercise additional authorities granted by the Wisconsin Statutes to suspend or revoke the operating privileges of the defendant, order the defendant to submit to assessment and rehabilitation programs or to attend traffic safety school in addition to payment of a monetary penalty or in lieu of imprisonment. 

(2) By Municipality.  No person who has been convicted of a violation of any provision of this Chapter shall be issued a license or permit by the City Clerk-Treasurer, except dog license, until the forfeiture imposed for such violation and any penalty assessment, court costs and fees or surcharge is paid.

(c) FORFEITURES FOR VIOLATION OF MOVING TRAFFIC REGULATIONS.  Forfeitures for violations of any moving traffic regulation set forth in the Wisconsin Statutes adopted by reference in Section 8-1-1 shall conform to the forfeiture penalty permitted to be imposed for violations of the comparable Wisconsin Stature, including any variations or increases for subsequent offenses; provided, however, that this subsection shall not be construed to permit prosecution under this Chapter for any offense described in Chapter 341 to 348, Wis. Stats., for which an imprisonment penalty or fine may be imposed upon the defendant.

(d) FORFEITURES FOR PARKING VIOLATIONS.

(1) Forfeitures for Uniform Statewide Parking, Stopping and Standing Offenses.  Minimum and maximum forfeitures for violation of non-moving traffic violations adopted by reference in Section 8-1-1 as described in Chapters 341 to 348, Wis. Stats., shall be as provided for the comparable state non-moving traffic violation.

(2) Penalty for Other Parking Violations.  The penalty for all other parking violations not included under Subsection (1) above shall be a forfeiture of Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00). 

(e)  OTHER VIOLATIONS.  Any person who shall violate any provision of this Chapter for which a penalty is not otherwise established by this Section shall be subject to a forfeiture of Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00). 

(d)  If the forfeiture under (d)(2) and (e) is not paid within fifteen (15) days from date of issuance, forfeiture amount then increases to Fifty Dollars ($50.00).

SEC. 8-1-26
ENFORCEMENT.

(a) ENFORCEMENT PROCEDURES.  How enforced.  This Chapter shall be enforced in accordance with the applicable provisions of the Wisconsin Statutes and this Section.

(b) CITATIONS.

(1) Uniform Citation and Complaint.  The Wisconsin Uniform Traffic Citation and Complaint described and defined in the Wisconsin Statutes shall be used for enforcement of all provisions of this Chapter except those provisions which describe or define non-moving traffic violations and violations of Sections 346.71 through 347.73, Wis. Stats.  Violations of Sections 346.71 through 346.73, Wis. Stats., shall be reported to the District Attorney and the Wisconsin Uniform Traffic Citation shall not be used in such cases except upon written request of the District Attorney.

(2) Parking Citations.  The Chief of Police shall recommend a citation for use in enforcing the non-moving traffic offenses in this Chapter.  When approved by the Common Council, such citation shall be used for enforcement of non-moving traffic regulations created or adopted by this Chapter, including violations of non-moving traffic regulations defined and described in the Wisconsin Statutes, adopted by reference in Section 8-1-1, and all provisions regarding non-moving traffic violations in this Chapter.  The citation for non-moving traffic violations shall contain a notice that the person cited may discharge the forfeiture for violation of a non-moving traffic regulation and penalty thereof by complying with Subsection (c)(2) of this Section.  Non-moving traffic citations may be issued by law enforcement officers or by civilian employees of the Police Department.

(c) DEPOSITS AND STIPULATIONS.

(1) Moving Traffic Offenses.

a. Who May Make.  Persons arrested or cited for violation of moving traffic offenses created by this Chapter shall be permitted to make deposits and stipulations of no contest or released by the arresting officer in accordance with the applicable provisions of the Wisconsin Statutes.  Stipulations of guilt or no contest may be made by persons arrested for violations of this Chapter in accordance with Section 66.0114(1)(b) of the Wisconsin Statutes whenever the provisions of Section 345.27 of the Wisconsin Statutes are inapplicable to such violations.  Stipulations shall conform to the form contained on the uniform traffic citation and complaint under Section 345.11 of the Wisconsin Statutes and may be accepted within five (5) days of the date of the alleged violation.  Stipulations may be accepted by the Clerk of Circuit Court and by the City Police Department.

b. Delivery of Mailing of Deposit and Stipulation.  Any person stipulating guilt or no contest under the preceding Subsection must make the deposit required under Section 345.26 of the Wisconsin Statutes or, if the deposit is not established under such statute, shall deposit a forfeit penalty as provided in the schedule established by the Chief of Police and approved by the Common Council.  Deposits may be brought or mailed within five (5) days of the issuance of the citation in lieu of court appearance to the office of the Police Department or Clerk of Circuit Court as directed by the arresting officer. 

c. Receipt Required.  Every officer accepting a stipulation under the provisions of this Chapter shall comply with the provisions of Sections 343.265, 343.28, 345.26(1)(a) and 345.27(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes and shall require the alleged violator to sign a statement of notice in substantially the form contained on the Uniform Traffic Citation and Complaint promulgated under Section 345.11 of the Wisconsin Statutes.  The official or person receiving the deposit shall furnish and deliver or mail an original receipt for such deposit to the alleged violator and shall deliver the deposit and stipulation, and a copy of the receipt within seven (7) days to the Clerk of Circuit Court.

d. Deposits.  The following deposit schedule is hereby adopted for the use of the Uniform Citations and Complaint for violations of the following sections which do not have a comparable State Statute, plus any applicable court costs, fees or penalty assessments:

(2) Non-moving Traffic Offenses.

a. Direct Payment of Penalty Permitted.  Persons cited (summons not issued) for violation of non-moving traffic offenses described and defined in this Chapter may discharge the penalty thereof and avoid court prosecution by mailing or forwarding within two (2) days of the issuance of the citation to the Police Department the minimum penalty specified for the violation.  If not so forwarded, the penalty may be discharged by forwarding within fifteen (15) days of the date of the citation to the above-named office the amount of the twenty dollars ($20.00).  When payment is made as provided in this paragraph, no court costs shall be charged.  

b. Court Prosecution.  If the alleged violator does not deliver or mail a deposit as provided in subsection a. within fifteen (15) days of the date of the citation, the Chief of Police shall forward a copy of the citation to the City Attorney or shall proceed under Subsection c. below.

c. Registration Suspension.  If the alleged violator does not pay the forfeiture or appear in court in response to the citation for a non-moving traffic violation on the date specified in the citation, or, if on date is specified on the citation, within twenty-eight (28) days after the citation is issued, the City may ask the Wisconsin Department of Transportation to suspend the registration of the vehicle involved or refuse registration of any vehicle owned by the person pursuant to the provisions of Sec. 345.28(4), Wis. Stats., which is hereby adopted by reference. 

d. Deposits Returned to Clerk-Treasurer.  Officers receiving deposits for non-moving traffic violations under this Subsection shall pay over such deposits to the City Clerk-Treasurer within seven (7) days of receipt.  Such payment shall be accompanied by an itemized statement for each deposit of the offense charged and the name of the depositor.

e. Bond.  Any officer accepting deposits or forfeited penalties under the ordinance shall deliver them to the Clerk of Circuit Court within twenty (20) days after receipt.  Any officer authorized to accept deposits under Sec. 345.26, Wis. Stats., or this Section shall qualify by taking the oath prescribed by Sec. 19.01, Wis. Stats.

(d) DEPOSITS.  The following deposit schedule is hereby adopted for the use of the Uniform Citation and Complaint for violations of the following sections which do not have a comparable State Statute, plus any applicable court costs, fees or penalty assessments:

SEC. 8-1-27
PARADES, PROCESSIONS AND EVENTS REGULATED.

(1) PURPOSE.  The governing body of the City of Loyal recognized that the highways of the City of Loyal are primarily for the use of the traveling public in the ordinary way.  However, it further recognized that there is a fundamental and constitutional right to use the public streets for processions, parades and events, which do not substantially interfere with the public’s right to travel on such highways.  This ordinance is intended to regulate the control of parades, processions and events for the purpose of protecting the general welfare and safety of persons using the highways of the City of Loyal.

(2) Definitions.  As used in this Section:

a. “Highway has the meaning set forth in 340.01(22), Wis. Stats., and also includes areas owned by the City of Loyal which are used principally for pedestrians or vehicular traffic and parking.  

b. “Parade” means any parade, march or procession of any kind and the assembly thereof.

c. “Event” means any, block party, carnival, celebration, endurance contest, marathon, race or other activity which closes, blocks or interferes with the public’s right to travel on any sidewalk, street, highway or city parking lot.

(3) PERMIT REQUIRED.  No person shall form, direct, marshal, lead or participate in any parade, procession or event which closes, blocks or impedes traffic on any highway under the jurisdiction of the City of Loyal unless a permit has been obtained in advance as provided for in this section.

(4) EXEMPTIONS FROM PERMIT REQUIREMENT.   A permit is not required for assembling or movement of a funeral procession or for any parade or event the City Council authorizes the City of Loyal to sponsor.

(5) WHEN APPLICATION MUST BE MADE.  A written application for a permit for any parade or event on the highways under the jurisdiction of the City of Loyal shall be made by the organizers to the Chief of Police on a form provided by said officer no less than seventy-two (72) hours prior to the parade or event.  Application less than thirty (30) days prior to the date of the proposed parade or event must be made in person.

(6) INFORMATION REQUIRED IN APPLICATION.  The application shall set forth the following information regarding the proposed parade or event:

a. The name, address and telephone number of the applicant.

b. Who the parade or event is proposed to be conducted for, on behalf of, or by an organization, the name, address and telephone number of the headquarters of the organization, and of the authorized and responsible heads of such organization.

c. The name, address and telephone number of the person who is responsible for conducting the parade or event.

d. The date when the parade or event is to be conducted and its duration.

e. For a parade, the assembly area, the starting point, the route to be traveled, the termination point and the number and size of the units comprising the parade.

f. For an event, the type of proposed activity, the location and the length of street required to be utilized for the event.

g. Any additional information which the Chief of Police finds reasonably necessary to be a fair determination as to whether a permit should be issued.

(7) BASIS FOR DISCRETIONARY DENIAL OF PERMIT.  The application may be denied:

a. If it is for a parade or event that is to be held on a school or work day during hours when and at places where, because of the proposed parade or event, the normal flow of vehicular traffic would be unreasonably delayed.

b. If it is for a parade or event to be held between the hours of 10:00 PM and 9:00 AM.

c. If sufficient parade marshals or event officials are not provided as to reasonably assure the orderly conduct of the parade or event.

(8) MANDATORY DENIAL OF PERMIT.  The application shall be denied:

a. If it is made less than seventy-two hours (72) in advance of the time the parade or event is scheduled to commence; or 

b. Of it is a parade or event that is primarily or private economic gain; or

c. If it is for a parade or event which would involve violation of federal, state, or local laws relating to the use of highways or of other applicable regulations o f the City of Loyal; or

d. If the granting of the permit would conflict with another permit already granted or for which application is already pending; or

e. If the application does not contain the information required by sub. (6); or

f. The applicant has failed to apply for or will not receive a detour permit from the Wis. Department of Transportation when so required under Wis. Stats. 84.07 (4).

(9) PERMIT ISSUED UNLESS THREAT TO PUBLIC SAFETY.  The Chief of Police shall issue a permit to the applicant subject to the foregoing paragraphs of this Section, unless he concludes that:

a. The parade or event is so poorly organized that the participants are likely to engage in aggressive or destructive behavior or the proposed activity at an event is so inherently dangerous that it reasonably could be expected to cause damage to property or injury to participants or spectators; or 

b. The policing of the parade or event will require so large a number of personnel and vehicles, including emergency medical services, as to prevent adequate service of the needs of the rest of the municipality; or

c.  The parade or event will so substantially hinder the movement of police, fire or emergency medical services, as to create as substantial risk to persons and property; or

d. The conduct of the parade or event will substantially interrupt the safe and orderly movement of other traffic contiguous to its route or location; or

e. The parade or event would constitute a public nuisance in that it would continue for such a length of time so as to substantially annoy, injure or endanger the comfort, health, repose or safety of the public or greatly offend the public morals or decency.

(10) GRANT OF DENIAL OF PERMIT

a. Time When Required.  The Chief of Police shall act promptly as he or she reasonably can on all applications for permits after consulting with other government agencies directly affected and after consulting with the applications filed thirty-five (35) days or more in advance shall be granted or denied not less than twenty-eight (28) days before the date of the parade stated in the application.  Action on applications filed less than thirty-five (35) days in advance shall be taken within seven (7) days after the application is filed, but in no case later than ten (10) hours in advance of the time the parade or event was applied for.  The Chief of Police shall immediately, by the most reasonable means of communication, notify the applicant of such action and, if the application is denied, the reason for denial of the permit.

b. Modifications of Requested Permit.  In lieu of denying a permit, the Chief of Police may authorize:

1) Changing of the assembly or dispersal areas.

2) Conducing the parade or event at a different date or time.

3) Utilizing a different route or location than applied for.

The applicant or permittee may accept such modification by immediately notifying the Chief of Police in writing, of such acceptance.  

(11)
CHARGE FOR INCREASED COSTS.  Where the Mayor determines that the cost of municipal service incident to the staging of the parade or event will be increased because of the parade or event, the Mayor may require the permittee to make payment into the general fund of the municipality in an amount equal to the increased cost for municipal services.

(12)
GOVERNING BODY MAY OVERRULE CHIEF OF POLICE:  REVOCATION.  Nothing herein shall prevent the local elected governing body from overruling the Chief of Police in granting or denying a permit.  The Mayor may revoke a permit already issued, if he or she deems that such action is justified by an actual or potential emergency due to weather, fire, riot, or other catastrophe or likelihood of a breach of the peace, or by a major change in the conditions forming the basis of the standards of issuance.  In lieu of revoking the permit the Mayor may require the permittee to file evidence of good and sufficient sureties, insurance in force or other evidence of adequate financial responsibility, running to the City of Loyal and such third parties as may be
 injured or damaged, in an amount depending upon the likelihood of injury or damage as a direct and proximate result of holding the parade or event sufficient to injured or damaged thereby, caused by the permittee, its agents or participants.

(13)
PARADE PERMIT CONTENTS.  Each parade or event permit shall state such information as the Chief of Police shall find necessary to the enforcement of this Section including the regulations imposed in Sub. (14).

(14)
TRAFFIC REGULATIONS APPLY.  To protect the general welfare and safety of spectators and participants of a parade or event, the following traffic regulations apply:

(a) No person shall throw candy or other items to spectators from any vehicle or unit in a parade.

(b) The operator of a vehicle or unit in a parade public area closed during the parade or event shall be subject to Wis. Stats. 343.44, 346.57(2), 346.62, 346.63, 346.89 and 346.935 or the city traffic regulations shall also be applicable during a parade or event except those traffic regulations, which by their very nature would have no application.

(c) The operator of a vehicle not authorized to participate in a parade or event shall not drive or park on a street to other public area closed for a parade or event, except when authorized to do so by a police officer.  This paragraph does not apply to authorized emergency vehicles or city owned vehicles.

(15)
COPIES OF PARADE PERMIT DISTRIBUTED.  Upon issuance of a parade or event permit, the Chief of Police shall send a copy thereof to the City Clerk and Mayor.
16)
COMPLIANCE WITH REGULATIONS.  

(a) Permitee.  A permitee under this Section shall comply with all permit directions and conditions and all applicable laws and other regulations of the State and City of Loyal.

(b) Participants.  No person who leads or participates in a parade or event shall disobey, or encourage others to disobey this Section after a law enforcement officer has directly and presently informed him or her of any provisions of this Section or terms of the applicable parade or event permit.

(17)
CLOSING OR BLOCKING HIGHWAYS.  To carry out the provisions of this Section, the Chief of Police shall have the authority to close, or obstruct any street, alley or public parking lot and to request assistance to do so from other law enforcement agencies and the Public Works Department.  The Chief of Police, except in the case of an emergency, shall not close or obstruct any street over which a State Trunk Highway is marked unless arrangements have been made with the Wisconsin Department of Transportation for marking a detour as required by Wis. Stats. 84.07(4).

(18)
PENALTY.  Any person who shall violate any provisions of this Section shall upon conviction thereof forfeit not more than Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) together with the costs of prosecution, and in default of payment thereof may be imprisoned in the county jail for not exceeding ninety (90) days and in addition shall be liable to the City of Loyal for the cost of repairing or replacing damaged public property plus the costs incurred by the City while enforcing this Section.

SEC. 8-1-28
DAMAGE TO PUBLIC HIGHWAYS AND PARKING LOTS.

(a) Applicability to persons riding or driving animals.  Every person riding or driving an animal or animal-drawn vehicle upon a highway or public parking lot is subject to all the provisions of this Section.

(b) Reserved for future use.

(c) To prevent damage to new pavement, no person shall, without consent of the Mayor or Crew Chief of Public Works, operate, move, ride or drive any horse, cattle or any vehicle or wagon not operating completely on pneumatic tires on or across any City street, alley or public parking lot which within the last 90 days has been resurfaced with new bituminous or asphalt pavement.  Signs may be erected by the Chief of Police giving notice to any traffic, which may be subject to this subsection.

(d) It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to operate, drive or permit to move any animal, vehicle or equipment on, over, along or across any public highway, street, parking lot or sidewalk in the City of Loyal in such a manner as to materially damage said highway, street, parking lot or sidewalk.  The person, firm or corporation shall be liable to the City of Loyal for the cost of replacing or repairing such damage or injured highway, street, parking lot or sidewalk.

(e) Whenever the operator of a vehicle or equipment or person riding an animal or driving a riderless animal or animal-drawn vehicle is ordered by the Mayor, Crew Chief of Public Works Department or Police Officer to suspend operation because of the damage such vehicle, animal or device is causing or likely to cause to the highway or the public investment therein, the operator shall forthwith comply with such order.

(b) Restrictions on Use of Other City Streets, Highways, Alleys, or Parking Lots by Heavy Traffic.  No person shall operate or move a vehicle not operating completely on pneumatic tires and all vehicles or combination of vehicles, other than motor buses, designed or used for transporting property of any nature and having a gross weight or more than 9,000 pounds on any highway, street, alley or city parking lot not a part of the heavy traffic routes as designated in par. (a) of this section except for the purpose of obtaining orders for, or moving or delivering supplies or commodities to or from a place of business or residence which has an entrance thereon; provided, in no event shall the weight of the vehicle and load on any street not defined or designated as a heavy traffic route under par. (a) exceed the limitations pertaining to Class “A” highways or deliveries on class “B” highways established by Wisconsin Statutes.
EXEMPTION:  The restrictions set forth in 8-1-29(b) shall not apply to residential premises wherein the residential owner permits the parking of a recreation vehicle (RV), camper, or semi-tractor on the private driveway of said residential owner.  This exemption shall not apply to trailers transported by semi-tractors, and said trailers are prohibited from being parked on privately owned driveways; and this exemption shall only allow travel upon City streets, alleys and parking lots between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m.

In addition to the above restrictions this exemption shall not be allowed during the spring thaw designated as being between March 15th and May 15th of every year.  

(c) Truck Routes to be Marked.

1.  
Signs shall be erected at the entrances to the City on State trunk Highway 98, County Trunk Highway K and East Elm Drive advising of the restrictions on heavy vehicle traffic and the streets designated in par. (a) shall be marked with signs to indicate their designation as truck routes.

2.  
Signs may be erected on streets and parking lots not designated as heavy traffic routes indicating heavy traffic is prohibited form operation on these streets and parking lots.  Except when exempt as provided for in para. (b) and (d), no person shall operate a vehicle which has a gross vehicle weight exceeding 9,000 pounds on any street or parking lot posted with signs prohibiting heavy vehicle traffic.

(d) Other trucks exempted.  The provisions of this section shall not apply to emergency vehicles, city owned vehicles, authorized snow removal vehicles, school buses, vehicles operated by utilities or other vehicles exempted by the city to perform certain specified services. 

(e) Truck Parking Restricted.  No person shall stop, park or leave standing a vehicle or combination of vehicles having a gross weight of more than 9,000 pounds upon any street or alley except for the purpose of obtaining orders for supplies or moving or delivering supplies or commodities and while the vehicle is actually engaged in loading or unloading.  This paragraph does not apply to heavy traffic on State Trunk Highway 98.

(f) Extended Motor Running Prohibited.  No person shall operate the motor on a standing heavy vehicle for a period of time longer than thirty (30) minutes on any highway, street, alley, public parking lot or on private property within the City of Loyal and any operation longer than thirty (30) minutes is hereby declared to be a public nuisance because of noise and odor emissions.  This paragraph does not apply to vehicles parked in the designated heavy vehicle parking area in the Municipal Parking lot.

(g) Trailer Blocking Required.  No owner or operator shall leave standing or parked any unhitched trailer or semi-trailer on any city street, alley or parking lot that is not blocked under its inch minimum size so as to prevent any damage to the pavement upon which the trailer support or dolly rests.

(h) Penalty and Deposits. 

(1) Any person who shall violate any provisions of this section shall upon conviction thereof forfeit not less than $20.00 nor more than $200.00 together with the costs of prosecution and in default of payment thereof may be imprisoned in the Clark County jail for such a period of not to exceed 30 days until such forfeiture and costs are paid.

SEC. 8-1-30
COMPRESSION BRAKES PROHIBITED.

(1) Prohibition. No person shall use or in any way activate or employ any kind of compression engine braking system while operating any motor vehicle. As used in this Section, a compression engine brake is used to effect the reduction of vehicle speed by deactivating the accelerator pedal, and allowing compressed air from the engine cylinders into the exhaust system so as to slow the vehicle as an alternative to employing the vehicle’s services brake.  This prohibition shall apply throughout the City of Loyal and the City shall post signs accordingly. 

(2) Exception. It shall be an affirmative defense to prosecution under this section that the compression brakes are necessary for the protection of persons and/or property. 

(3) Forfeiture. Any person who shall violate this ordinance shall pay a forfeiture of not less than one hundred dollars ($100.00) nor more than one hundred and fifty ($150.00), plus court costs.
