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SEC. 8-2-1
MANNER OF OPERATION RESTRICTED.


No bicycle shall be allowed to proceed in any street in the City by inertia or momentum with the feed of the rider removed from the bicycle pedals.  No rider of a bicycle shall remove both hands from the handlebars or practice any trick or fancy riding in any street in the City nor shall any bicycle rider carry or ride any other person so that two persons are on the bicycles at one time, unless a seat is provided for a second person. 

SEC. 8-2-2
LIGHTING EQUIPMENT.


No person shall operate a bicycle upon a highway during the hours of darkness unless equipped as required in sec. 347.489, Wis. Stats.

SEC. 8-2-3
WARNING SIGNAL REQUIRED.


No bicycle shall be operated on the streets of the City unless equipped with either a warning bell or horn.

SEC. 8-2-4
PARKING A BICYCLE.


No person shall leave a bicycle at such a place or in such a way as to create a hazard to pedestrians, automobile operators or to anyone else.

SEC. 8-2-5
RIDING ABREAST PROHIBITED.


Persons riding or using bicycles or other similar vehicles along or upon any public street, avenue, lane, alley, or other public road, ground or way within the City shall not ride more than two abreast excepting in a general parade or public demonstration.

SEC. 8-2-6
RULES OF THE ROAD.

(a) The provisions of Ch. 346, Wis. Stats., shall be applicable to the operation of bicycles where appropriate.

(b) Operators of bicycles shall not drive upon any sidewalk, including the sidewalks on Main Street between South Street and Elm Drive, except at a permanent or temporarily established driveway.

(c) No parent or guardian of any child shall authorize or knowingly permit such child to violate any provisions of this Chapter.

SEC. 8-2-8
PENALTY.

(a) Any person who shall violate any provisions of this Chapter shall upon conviction thereof forfeit not more than Twenty Five ($25.00) Dollars together with the costs of prosecution and in default of payment thereof may be imprisoned in the county jail for not exceeding ten (10) days.

(b) The following deposit schedule is hereby adopted for the use of citations issued for violations of this Chapter, plus any applicable court costs, fees or penalty assessment:
