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SEC. 8-3-1 STATE LAWS ADOPTED.

(a) 
Except as otherwise specifically provided for in this Chapter, the following

sections of the Wisconsin Statutes and Administrative Code provisions are hereby adopted by reference and made a part of this Chapter as if fully set forth herein.

(1) Section 350.01 through 350.19: Pertaining to snowmobiles

(2) Section 23.33: Pertaining to all-terrain vehicles and utility terrain

vehicles

(3) Section 23.335: Pertaining to off-highway motorcycles

(4) Wisconsin Administrative Code, Department of Natural Resources, Chapter NR64 pertaining to all-terrain vehicles.

(b)
 Acts required to be performed or prohibited by such statutes and provisions are required or prohibited by this Chapter. Any future amendments, revisions or modifications of the statutes incorporated herein by reference are intended to be made part of this Code, as if fully set forth herein. The statutory sections adopted by reference herein shall be designated as part of the City of Loyal Code of Ordinances by adding the prefix “8-3-1” to each statute section number.

SEC. 8-3-2. APPLICABILITY OF TRAFFIC REGULATIONS.

In addition to the restrictions set forth in Section 8-3-10, no person shall operate a snowmobile or an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle in the City of Loyal upon any authorized route in violation of traffic regulations made applicable by Section 346.02(11), Wis. Stats., for all-terrain vehicles and utility terrain vehicles.
SEC. 8-3-3 SPEED.
No person shall operate a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle

upon any private property, snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain

vehicle route or trail, or upon any street or alley within the City of Loyal in excess

of twenty-five (25) miles per hour unless posted otherwise.

SEC. 8-3-4 OPERATION ON HIGHWAYS.
No person shall operate a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility vehicle within

the city of Loyal upon a public highway except as authorized by Wisconsin Statutes

and this Chapter or for the purpose of gaining immediate access to or leaving such

highway or upon a designated route or trail.

SEC. 8-3-5 UNATTENDED VEHILES.

No person shall leave or allow a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle owned or operated by him/her to remain unattended on any public highway or public property while the motor is running or with the starting key in the ignitions. 
SEC. 8-3-6 OPERATION ON SIDEWALKS PROHIBITED.
No person shall operate a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle

upon any sidewalk, pedestrian way or upon the area between the sidewalk and the

curb line of any street in the City of Loyal, except as specifically authorized by

Section 8-3-10 and Section 8-3-12 or for the purpose of crossing to obtain

immediate access to an authorized area of operation.

SEC. 8-3-7 OPERATION ON PUBLIC AND PRIVATE PROPERTY

RESTRICTED.
(a) 
No person shall operate a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain

vehicle on any Loyal School District property or on any private property not

owned or controlled by him/her within the City of Loyal without the express

consent or permission of the Loyal School District or owner of said property.

(b) 
No person shall operate a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain

vehicle upon any public right-of-way, public park, or other municipal property except as authorized in Section 8-3-10 and Section 8-3-12.

SEC. 8-3-8 RESTRICTIONS ON OPERATORS.
(a)
ATV OPERATOR RESTRICTIONS:  No person under 12 may operate an ATV.  All ATV operators at least age 12 and born on or after January 1, 1988 must possess a valid ATV safety certificate issued by this State or any other State or Province.  Operators must be in possession of this certificate while operating in areas open to the public such as trails, routes and frozen waterways in the City of Loyal and display it to a law enforcement officer upon request.  Certified operators may transport other passengers.  All ATV safety certified operators age 12 to 15 must also be accompanied by an adult while operating on a designated ATV Route except for operation for agricultural purposes with adult supervision.  The operator is not required to have a safety certificate if the operator was born before January 1, 1988.
(b) 
UTV OPERATOR RESTRICTIONS:  No person under 16 may operate an UTV.  All UTV operators at least age 12 and born on or after January 1, 1988 must possess a valid ATV safety certificate issued by this State or any other State or Province.  Operators must be in possession of this certificate while operating in areas open to the public such as trails, routes and frozen waterways in the City of Loyal and display it to a law enforcement officer upon request.  Certified operators may transport other passengers.  The operator is not required to have a safety certificate if the operator was born before January 1, 1988.
(c)
SNOWMOBILE OPERATOR RESTRICTIONS:  Any person who is at least 12 years old and who is born on or after January 1, 1985 is required to possess a valid Snowmobile Safety Certificate in order to operate a snowmobile upon any street, alley or public right of way in the City of Loyal.  A parent, guardian, or person 18 years old or older must accompany the child on the (same) snowmobile when operating on public areas.  The operator must carry the certificate while riding and the operator must display it to a law enforcement officer when requested.

SEC. 8-3-9 ACCIDENTS AND ACCIDENT REPORTS.
(a) 
If he or she can do so without serious danger to his or her own snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle or to persons on board, the operator of a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle involved in a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle accident within the City of Loyal shall stop his or her snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle and shall render to other persons affected thereby such assistance as may be practicable and necessary to save them from or minimize any danger caused by the accident and shall give his or her name and address and identification of his or her snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle to any person injured and to the owner of any property damaged in the accident.

(b) 
If the snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle accident results in the death or injury to any person, every operator of a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle involved in such accident shall, as soon as possible, notify the city Police Department of the accident and shall, within ten (10) days after the accident, file a written report thereof with the Department on forms prescribed by it.

(c) 
If the operator of a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle is physically incapable of making the report required by this Section and there was another occupant on the snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle at the time of the accident capable of making the report, he/she shall make such report. If there was another witness to the accident capable of making the report, the witness may make the report.

(d) 
“Snowmobile or All-Terrain Vehicle or Utility Terrain Vehicle Accident”

means a collision, accident or other casualty involving a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle.

SEC. 8-3-10 ROUTES AND TRAILS DESIGNATED.

(a) 
OPERATION ON STATE OR COUNTY TRUNK HIGHWAYS

PROHIBITED.

(1) No person shall at any time operate a snowmobile upon any state or county trunk highway except when required to cross or as otherwise authorized by law.

(2) No state or county trunk highway shall be designated as a snowmobile route or trail within the City of Loyal.

(b)
 ROUTES DESIGNATED.

(1) All public streets, alleys, and public parking lots are approved as

snowmobile routes except for State Highway 98 and County Trunk K.  Additional snowmobile trails and routes shall be designated by the Chief of Police and approved by the common council.

(2) Except as provided in Section 350.02 and 350.045 of the Wisconsin Statutes, or for snowmobile events authorized in accordance with Section 350.04, Wis. Stats., no person shall operate a snowmobile, in any public park or on any other municipal property not designated in subsection (b)(1) above in the City of Loyal.

(3) All public streets including State Highway 98 and County Trunk K, and all alleys and public parking lots are designated as all-terrain vehicle and utility terrain vehicle routes in the City of Loyal. No person shall operate all-terrain vehicles or utility terrain vehicles in any public park or on any other municipal property in the City of Loyal except as designated by the Chief of Police and approved by the common council.  No person shall operate an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle upon any designated snowmobile route or trail unless such route or trail is also designated as an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle route or trail under this Section.

(4) The Chief of Police shall keep in his office a current map of all

designated snowmobile routes and trails located within the City of Loyal including trails and routes that are to be jointly used by all-terrain vehicles and all utility vehicles and shall give public notice whenever any snowmobile route or trail is to be opened, closed or modified.

(5) All snowmobile routes and trails located within the City of Loyal shall be closed to snowmobile traffic during the months of April to October unless the Chief of Police by public notice declares an earlier or later opening or closing date for the routes and trails. No person shall operate a snowmobile on a snowmobile route or trail within the City of Loyal when the routes or trails are closed.

(6) Snowmobiles, all-terrain vehicles or utility terrain vehicles operating on City streets or alleys as designated or no designated snowmobile, all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle routes are subject to the following conditions:

a. Snowmobiles, all-terrain vehicles or utility terrain vehicles shall be operated on the extreme right side of the roadway and travel with the flow of traffic.

b. Snowmobiles, all-terrain vehicles or utility terrain vehicles are to

be operated in single file.

c. Headlights shall be on at all times.

d. Snowmobile, all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle

operators shall yield the right-of-way to other vehicular traffic

and pedestrians.

(c) 
TRAIL MARKERS. The Chief of Police is directed and authorized to procure, erect and maintain appropriate snowmobile, all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle route, trail and speed limit signs and markers as approved by the State Department of Natural Resources. The Chief of Police shall have the power to declare the stated snowmobile, all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle routes and trails either open or closed.

(d) 
MARKERS TO BE OBEYED. No person shall fail to obey any route or trail sign, marker or limit erected in accordance with this Section.

SEC. 8-3-11 EQUIPMENT.
(a) 
No person shall operate a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain

vehicle within the City of Loyal unless such vehicle is equipped with a

headlamp, tail lamp, muffler, brakes, and any other equipment as required by law and with all such equipment in good working order.

(b)
 Any snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle operating in the City of Loyal shall be required to have activated, turned on, lighted headlamps and tail lamps during all times of operation.

(c) 
No snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle or utility vehicle may be operated within the City of Loyal unless it complies with all noise, registration, and other equipment standards as established in the Wisconsin Statutes, Wisconsin Administrative Code, or the City of Loyal Code of Ordinances.

(d)
No person (except EMS personnel) may operate an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle that is equipped with any of the following:

(1)  A lamp that emits any color of light other than white or amber    and that is visible from directly in front of the all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle.

(2)  A lamp that emits any color of light other than red, yellow, amber or white and that is visible from directly behind the all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle.

(3)  A flashing, oscillating or rotating lamp that emits any color other than yellow or amber.

SEC. 8-3-12 SNOW REMOVAL EXCEPTION
.

For the purpose of snow removal, an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle

with a snow removal device attached may be operated on any City of Loyal street,

sidewalk, or alley, or adjacent to a street, alley or public sidewalk, when all of the

following provisions are complied with:

(a) 
The operator is actively engaged in snow removal activity on the property,

or is en-route to or from the property, and not exceeding 5 mph while on

the sidewalk, street, or alley. The travel necessary to or from the snow

removal site shall not exceed two (2) miles.

(b) 
The operator shall follow the shortest and most direct route to the property at which snow removal activities will be conducted when a snow removal device is attached.

(c) 
The operator of the all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle is sixteen (16)

years of age or older and has a valid driver's license.

(d) 
The all-terrain vehicles or utility terrain vehicle’s headlights are on at all

times and not obstructed by the attached snow removal device.

(e) 
The operator of the all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle yields the right of way to any pedestrian, bicyclist or motor vehicle approaching on a street, sidewalk, or alley.

(f) 
The manner of snow removal is consistent with City of Loyal ordinances.

SEC. 8-3-13 MISCELLANEOUS ALL-TERRAIN VEHICLE OR UTILITY

TERRAIN VEHICLE REGULATIONS.
(a) 
CONDITIONS OF OPERATION. The following conditions of operation shall apply to all operators and passengers of all-terrain vehicles and utility terrain vehicles.

(1) STATUTORY OPERATIONS REGULATIONS. Operation of all-terrain vehicles and utility terrain vehicles shall be subject to all provisions of Section 23.33, Wis. Stats. which is adopted above by reference as part of this Section by Section 8-3-1 above, pursuant to Section 23.33(11), Wis. Stats. Specifically, no person may operate an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle:

a. In any careless way so as to endanger the person or property of

another.

b. On the private property of another without the consent of the

owner or lessee. Failure to post private property does not imply

consent for all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle use.

c. On public property that is posted as closed to all-terrain

vehicle or utility terrain vehicle operation or on which the

operation of an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle is

prohibited by law.

d. With any crossbow in his or her possession unless the crossbow

is not cocked or is unloaded and enclosed in a carrying case.

e. With any bow in his or her possession unless the bow does

not have an arrow nocked.

f. With any firearm in his or her possession unless the firearm is

unloaded or is a handgun, as defined in Section 175.60(1)(bm),

Wis. Stats. This limitation does not apply to a firearm that is

placed or possessed on an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain

vehicle that is stationary, as defined in Section 167.31(1)(fg),

Wis. Stats.

g. With a passenger riding in or on any part of an all-terrain

vehicle or utility terrain vehicle that is not designed or intended

to be used by passengers.

h. Unless he or she, and every occupant of the utility terrain

vehicle, is seated on a seat that is original to the all-terrain

vehicle or utility terrain vehicle as manufactured.
i. No operator and/or passenger(s) shall possess any opened or unsealed bottle or receptacle containing an intoxicating beverage on an all-terrain vehicle or utility vehicle in the City of Loyal.

j.  Any person operating an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle must dim his or her high beam headlights any auxiliary lamps when within 500 feet or an approaching all-terrain vehicle or utility vehicle or other motorized vehicle and within 500 feet to the rear of another all-terrain vehicle or utility vehicle or other motorized vehicle.  In addition, an operator of an all-terrain or utility terrain vehicle must always dim his or her backup lamps, unless actively backing up.
(2) SPEED LIMITS.

a. All all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle operators shall

observe a speed limit of 25 m.p.h. on the designated ATV and 
UTV trails or routes or the posted speed limit in those areas

where a posted speed limit occurs. Speed limits may be

designated on certain portions of roadway routes as deemed

appropriate and indicated by signage. The speed limit of 25

m.p.h. shall also apply to operation of an all-terrain vehicle or

utility terrain vehicle on private property within the City of

Loyal.

b. All-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle operators shall slow

to 10 m.p.h., yield and exercise extreme caution on the frozen

surface of public waters or on an all-terrain vehicle or utility

terrain vehicle trails when within one hundred (100) feet of

another person not operating a motor vehicle, all-terrain

vehicle, utility terrain vehicle, or snowmobile, and shall observe

all other requirements in Section 23.33, Wis. Stats. This

restriction does not apply to operation of an all-terrain vehicle

or utility terrain vehicle when competing in a sanctioned derby

or race.

c.  All-terrain vehicles (ATVs) and all utility terrain vehicles (UTVs) are authorized to operate on all State and County Highways which are posted with speed limits of 35 miles per hour or less, as located within the municipal boundaries of the City of Loyal.  Operation of said vehicles on said highways shall be subject to the posted speed restrictions for said highways and the speed restrictions set forth in 8-3-3 shall not be applicable.

(3) NOISE LIMITS. No person may manufacture, rent, sell or operate

an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle that is constructed in such

a manner that noise emitted from the vehicle exceeds 96 decibels on

the A scale as measured in the manner prescribed under rules

promulgated by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources.

(b)
LICENSED OPERATOR REQUIREMENTS.  Any person who is under a current driver’s license suspension, revocation, or cancellation for any reason, or who is required to have by Court Order an ignition Interlocking Device on motorized vehicles may not operate an all-terrain vehicle or a utility terrain vehicle upon a public street, alley, or public way in the City of Loyal,  A parent or guardian must accompany a person which is under the age of 18 and who possesses a probationary license in order to operate all all-terrain vehicle upon a public street, alley, or public way in the City of Loyal.
SEC. 8-3-14 RULES OF THE ROAD.

Except as otherwise provided in Section 23.33, Wis. Stats., and herein, all terrain
vehicles and utility terrain vehicles shall follow the State of Wisconsin

rules of the road that are applicable to automobiles.

SEC. 8-3-15 YIELD TO TRAFFIC AND PEDESTRIANS.
All all-terrain vehicles and utility terrain vehicles shall yield to all vehicular

traffic and pedestrian movement.

SEC. 8-3-16 OFF-HIGHWAY VEHICLE OPERATION AND GOLF CART

USE IN CITY RESTRICTED.
(a) 
Except as specifically authorized under Title 8, of the City of Loyal Code of

Ordinances, or subsection (c) below, no person shall operate any mini bike, go-kart, or any other motor-driven craft or vehicle principally manufactured for off highway use on City streets, alleys, parks, parking lots or on public lands or private lands or parking lots held open to the public. The operator shall at all times have the consent of the owner before operation of such craft or vehicle on private lands.

(b)
 No person, shall, without consent of proper authority, operate or park any off highway vehicle, mini bike, go-kart or any other motor-driven craft or golf cart on any public property, to include any lawn, terrace or other public property which is outside of any roadway, parking lot or driveway where the operation of motor vehicles is permitted. For purposes of this Section, “public property” includes property owned or leased by the City of Loyal, or the School District of Loyal.

(c) 
GOLF CART REGULATION AND USE IN CITY.

(1) INTENT. The City of Loyal adopts the following regulations creating

routes and standards for the operation of golf carts upon the streets and

alleys of the City of Loyal.

(2) STATUTORY AUTHORITY CONFLICTS. This Section, and any

routes created hereunder, is created pursuant to authority granted to the

City of Loyal under Section 349.18 Wis. Stats.

(3) OPERATION AUTHORIZED. All registered golf carts are allowed to

be operated on all City streets with a posted speed limit of 25 miles per

hour, or less, and/or the shoulders of said street, or upon any roadway or

alley within the City of Loyal. The operator of said golf cart must stay

within the posted speed limits for said street or ally. Golf carts may not

be operated on sidewalks except for the limited purpose of crossing the

same.

(4) CONDITIONS OF OPERATIONS. The following conditions of

operation shall apply to all operators and passengers of golf carts:

a. SPEED. No person shall operate a golf cart within the City of

Loyal at a speed in excess of 25 m.p.h., including on any street,

alley or other public way, including road shoulders and when

operating within 150 feet of a dwelling, no person shall operate a

golf cart at a rate of speed exceeding 10 m.p.h.

b. RESTRICTIONS ON EQUIPMENT. No golf cart may be

operated on any street, alley or public way within the City of

Loyal unless it complies with all noise, registration, and other

equipment standards as established in the Wisconsin Statutes or

this Code of Ordinances.

c. HEADLIGHTS, TAILLIGHTS AND DIRECTIONAL

SIGNALS REQUIREMENTS. Every golf cart operating within

the City of Loyal upon any public street, alley or public way

shall have a rear view mirror, lighted headlights, tail lights,

directional signal lights (blinkers) and functional brake lights at

all times, day and night, and said lights shall conform to the

requirements of this Section. Headlights shall be of a white or

clear light and be capable of illuminating the road ahead during

the hours of darkness and be observed at a distance of five

hundred (500) feet. Headlights shall be properly adjusted so as

to not interfere with the operation of other vehicles on the

roadway. Tail lights (two in number) shall be red in color and be

observable to a distance of five hundred (500) feet at night and

located on the outer edges of the cart. Amber reflectorized tape

strips shall be installed on the sides of the golf cart. If a trailer is

towed behind a golf cart, the trailer shall conform with all

lighting requirements applicable to golf carts.

(5) OPERATIONS RESTRICTIONS. Golf carts operating on City streets,

alleys and other roadways shall comply with the following:

a. Golf carts shall be operated on the extreme right side of the

roadway and travel with the flow of traffic.

b. Golf carts shall be operated in single-file, with headlights and

taillights in operation at all times, day or night.

c. Golf carts operators shall yield the right-of-way to all other

vehicular traffic bicycles and pedestrians.

(6) REGISTRATION/PERMIT REQUIREMENTS & INSPECTIONS.

a. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS. In addition to any other

registration requirements that may be imposed by the State of

Wisconsin, an annual City Registration/Permit is required to

operate any golf cart within the City of Loyal. The

nonrefundable annual fee for this Permit shall be in the amount

of $25.00 payable upon application for the Permit. The

application form shall be made available from the City Clerk.

b. INSPECTION REQUIREMENTS.

1. The owner of the golf cart shall present proof of

ownership and valid insurance at the time of inspection to

the Loyal Police Department.

2. A registration application shall be completed in full and

signed by the owner.

3. The golf cart shall meet all inspection requirements prior

to a permit being issued by the Loyal Police Department.

4. No racing-type golf carts, golf cart conversions, or

converted golf cart drive trains will be allowed on City

streets, alleys or public ways.

5. No dirt bikes or other vehicles that are not considered to

be standard golf carts will be allowed as golf carts.

6. Golf carts shall have a properly functioning muffler that

meets the original manufacturer’s specifications and is

sufficiently quiet. No specially tuned or expansion-type

mufflers are permitted.

7. Brakes and other safety equipment shall be properly

functioning, and tires shall be in good condition. All

equipment shall be properly installed and functioning.

8. No golf cart shall have broken, loose or unsafe parts

improperly attached or be loose from the cart, and all

lights shall be functioning properly.

c. PERMIT CONDITIONS.

1. Upon satisfactory inspection of the golf cart, a City

Registration/Permit may be issued allowing the golf cart

to be operated upon all City streets, alleys and public

ways for a period of one (1) year. Such permit shall be

placed to be plainly visible on the cart’s front cowling so

as to be clearly visible to any enforcement official. Proof

of Insurance must be kept in the golf cart.

2. The annual City Registration/Permit shall be valid from

May 1st through April 31st of the subsequent year.

3. The City Registration/Permit does not authorize golf cart

use outside of the City of Loyal or on private property.

Operators in those areas shall conform to applicable local

regulations and state laws governing those areas.

d. REGISTRATION/PERMIT EXEMPTION. A golf cart may be

exempt from the registration and permit requirements of this

Section if its operator meets the definition of a person with a

disability as described in Section 340.01(43g), Wis. Stats. Proof

of disability shall be carried by the driver of the golf cart while

the cart is in operation if the disability is not readily apparent.

(7). UNATTENDED GOLF CARTS. No person shall leave or allow any

golf cart owned or operated by him/her to remain unattended on any

street, alley, public way or public property.

(8). LICENSED OPERATOR REQUIREMENTS. No person who is not

lawfully licensed, or is under a current driver’s license suspension,

revocation or cancellation for any reason, or who possesses only an

instructional, probationary or restricted driver’s license or permit, may

operate a golf cart upon a public street, alley or public way in the City of

Loyal.

(9). ROUTE PROHIBITIONS.

a. No person may operate a golf cart for any reason by traveling

down State Highway 98 in the City of Loyal.

b. No person may operate a golf cart for any reason on County

Trunk K, where the posted speed limit is over 35 miles per hour,

except that a golf cart may be driven at right angles across said

County Trunk K from one side to the other, at all municipal

street intersections with said County Trunk K wherein the posted

speed limit is 35 miles per hour for said portion of County Trunk

K.

c. No person may operate a golf cart in the following areas:

1. Any City park except that golf carts may be operated in

the parking lot and on properly posted roadways/trails of

such parks.

2. Any cemeteries located in the City of Loyal.

3. Any private property unless consent has been given by the

property owner. It is the responsibility of golf cart

operators to know whether they are operating on public

or private property.

(10). EXCEPTIONS. The operator of a golf cart is not subject to the

provisions of this Chapter under the following circumstances:

a. The operation of a golf cart at a private club or on private

property, with the consent of the owner; or

b. The use of a golf cart in connection with a parade, a festival or

other special event, provided the consent of the sponsor is

obtained and provided such vehicle is only used during such

event.

(11). DENIAL AND REVOCATION. The registration/permit of a golf cart

may be denied or subsequently revoked by the Loyal Police Department

if it is determined that:

a. The application contains any material misrepresentation;

b. Financial responsibility requirement (liability insurance) has not

been met;

c. The golf cart is not in compliance with the registration

requirements set out above;

d. The golf cart has been altered or customized and no longer meets

the definition of a golf cart;

e. Equipment supplied by the manufacturer, especially safety

equipment, has been removed from the golf cart or the vehicle

identification or serial number removed; or

f. Other good cause shown including repeated violations of this

Chapter.

(12). MOTOR VEHICLE LAWS. All laws regarding the use of motor

vehicles in the State of Wisconsin and all ordinances regarding the use

of motor vehicles in the City, not inconsistent therewith shall be

observed, except that no golf cart may be operated at a speed in excess

of 25 miles per hour.

(13). RIGHT-OF-WAY. The operator of a golf cart shall yield the right-of way to overtaking motor vehicles.

(14). CITY PROPERTY AND SIDEWALKS. Golf carts shall not be

operated on any sidewalk, pedestrian walkway, jogging path, greenway,

park, trails. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, golf carts

shall not be operated on property owned or leased by the City except

with the express written consent of the Public Works Director and/or

the Chief of Police and upon the terms and conditions as may be set

forth in such written permission.

(15). GOLF CART CAPACITY AND PASSENGERS. The seating capacity

(normally no more than four passengers) shall not be exceeded nor shall

the operator or any passenger be permitted to stand while the golf cart is

in operation. All passengers, including the operator shall wear a seat

belt or similar approved restraining device, when said vehicle is in

motion.

(16). COMMERCIAL PURPOSES. Golf carts may not be used as a taxicab

or bus or for the commercial carrying of passengers or the hauling of

freight.

(17). PARKING. Golf carts may only be parked in the same manner and at

the same places designated for the parking of motor vehicles. The

stopping, standing or parking of golf carts in areas where parking is not

allowed or in any place that impedes the flow of traffic, pedestrian

walkways or a passageway is prohibited.

(18). TOWING. Golf carts may not be used for the purpose of towing another

cart, or vehicle of any kind, including a person on roller skates,

skateboard or bicycle.

(19). DISCLAIMER AND LIABILITY.

a. DISCLAIMER. Golf carts are not designed for nor

manufactured to be used on public streets and the City neither

advocates nor endorses the golf cart as a safe means of travel on

public streets, roads and highways. The City in no way shall be

liable for accidents, injuries or death involving the operation of a

golf cart.

b. ASSUMPTION OF RISK. Any person who owns, operates or

rides in a golf cart on a public street, road or highway within the

City does so at his or her own risk and peril, and assumes all

liability resulting from the operation of the golf cart.

(20). VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES. If any person shall violate this

Chapter, he or she shall be guilty of a forfeiture and shall be fined

pursuant to the penalties and in the manner as set forth in Section 1-1-7

of the Municipal Code for first, second and continued violations, or

under Section 8-1-1 of the Municipal Code if the violation is also an

offense under the State Traffic Laws.

SEC. 8-3-17 ENFORCEMENT AND PENALTIES
.

(a)
 UNIFORM CITATION FOR HIGHWAY VIOLATIONS. The uniform traffic citation promulgated under Section 345.11, Wis. Stats., shall be used for violations of this Chapter relating to highway use except as herein provided.

(b) 
PARKING VIOLATIONS. The special traffic citation described and defined in Title 8, Chapter 1, of the City of Loyal Code of Ordinances shall be used for enforcement of violations of the rules of the road relating to the parking of vehicles adopted by reference in Section 8-3-1 of this Chapter.

(c) 
OTHER VIOLATIONS. All violations of this Chapter not described in

Subsections (a) or (b) shall be enforced in accordance with Section 66.0114 of the Wis. Stats. Stipulations of guilt or no contest may be made, in substantially the form provided in the uniform traffic citation for such violation. Bail deposits may also be made under Section 66.0111, Wis. Stats. Such deposits shall include a Clerk’s fee and costs of prosecution.

(d) 
FORFEITED PENALTIES AND DEPOSITS. Except as otherwise provided in Section 345.26, Wis. Stats., and except as otherwise provided in the deposit schedule adopted by the Wisconsin Judicial Conference thereunder, required forfeited penalties and deposits or bail shall not be less than $10.00 nor greater than $200.00 per each violation of this Chapter, not including court costs, fees and surcharges as required by law.
