SEC. 9-1-1
OFFENSES AGAINST STATE LAWS SUBJECT TO FORFEITURE.


The following statutes defining offenses against the peace and good order of the State are adopted by reference to define offenses against the peace and good order of the municipality provided the penalty for the commission of such offenses hereunder shall be limited to a forfeiture imposed under the general penalty provisions of this Code of Ordinances.  Any future amendments, revisions or modifications of the Statutes incorporated herein by reference are intended to be made part of this Code.

SEC. 9-1-2
REGULATION OF ELECTRONIC DELIVERY DEVICES.

(a) 
DEFINITIONS.  As used in this section:

(1)
Educational facility means any building used principally for    educational purposes in which a school is located or a course of instruction or training program is offered that has been approved or licensed by a state agency or board.

(2)
Electronic delivery device means any product containing or delivering nicotine or any other substance intended for human consumption that may be used by a person to simulate smoking through inhalation of vapor or aerosol from the product.  This includes any such device, whether manufactured, distributed, marketed, or sold as an e-cigarette, e-cigar, e-pipe, e-hookah, or vape pen, or under any other product name or descriptor.
(3)
Smoking means the use of an electronic delivery device which creates an aerosol or vapor, in any manner or in any form, or the use of any oral smoking device.

(b)
PROHIBITION AGAINST SMOKING THROUGH THE USE OF AN ELECTRONIC DELIVERY DEVICE.

(1)
No person may smoke in any educational facility or on the surrounding grounds and real property owned by that educational facility located within the City of Loyal.

(2)
No person under that age of eighteen (18) shall be allowed to smoke an electronic delivery device in any public or private place within the City of Loyal.  A law enforcement officer shall seize any electronic delivery device that is in possession of an individual under the age of eighteen (18).

(c)
PENALTIES

Any person who violates subsection (2) shall be subject to a forfeit not less than$100 and not more than $250 per violation.
