Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Clark County Highway Commissioner Brian Duell spoke about the proposed development of S. Pope St.  Lindner made a motion to approve the development of S. Pope St., seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– Fire & Ambulance meetings were held on July 28, 2022.  Brock reported the 2022-2023 Board of Directors are City of Loyal-Greg Brock, Town of Loyal-Jesse Zvolena, Town of Beaver-Ken Loos, and Town of York-Lynn Luchterhand.  Brock reported the 2022-2023 officer would be President-Mitch Malm, Vice President-Scott Radue, 2nd Vice President-Mike Meyer, and secretaries Mike Meyer and Grace Genteman.
Finance/City View Committee – Meeting was held on August 1, 2022.
