Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Schar, Schultz, and Weyer were present.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the August 20, 2024, amended agenda.

Motion was made by Lindner to approve the minutes from the July 16, 2024, regular Council meeting, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Weyer, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.

Finance/City View Committee – Meetings were held on July 23, 2024 and August 13, 2024.  Bobrofsky made a motion to go into Closed Session per Wis. S.S. 19.85 (1) (e) (e) at 6:35 p.m. and to invite Englebretson, Toufar, Pieper, Kubista, and Robert & Jackie Loos, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to reconvene into open session at 6:50p.m., seconded by Froeba.  Lindner made a motion to give Loos’s an extension on building their home, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.
Utility Committee-Meeting was held on August 20, 2024.  Froeba reported the utility committee met with Chris Lindner and Brad Graffunder from Loyal Public School.  They would like to put holding tanks in for the new concession stand.  This has been tabled to the next utility committee and the school is to bring a site plan, and a cost difference between connecting to city sewer and installation of holding tank.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– Meeting was held on August 6, 2024 and Fire & Ambulance meeting was held on July 25, 2024.  Bobrofsky reported that no action was taken on golf cart ordinance.  Bobrofsky reported no action was taken on dog limitations in the city limits.  Bobrofsky reported no action was taken on greenhouses. Bobrofsky gave a report from the fire & ambulance meetings.
