APPROVAL TO ADOPT WISCONSIN DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION EQUIPMENT RATES 

WHEREAS, the City does not have a policy outlining rates for use of its Public Works equipment, including plows, trucks, mowers, generators, skid steers etc.; and, 

WHEREAS the City occasionally needs to bill a third party for use of equipment or submit reimbursement to FEMA for storm cleanup; and, 

WHEREAS the City currently determines these rates on a case-by-case basis; and, 

WHEREAS the Wisconsin Department of Transportation publishes a Highway Maintenance Manual and updates it annually with hourly rates for all equipment and tools; and,

WHEREAS the Director of Public Works recommends adopting this manual for the official rates for all City of Loyal equipment in order to standardize and streamline this billing process. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Common Council of the City of Loyal, Clark County, Wisconsin, hereby approves adopting the Wisconsin Department of Transportation’s equipment rates for all City of Loyal public works equipment.

Froeba made a motion to approve the sale of 13 acres (part of parcels 246.0669.000 and 246.0670.000) for $30,000.00 and Duell will pay all closing costs, attorney fees, surveying fees, recording, title, and transfer fees, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on December 15, 2025.  Schar made a motion to approve Jim Mildbrand for a 3-year term to the Library Board of Trustees, seconded by Klevgard.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky reported that the October circulation was 1,609 and the November circulation was 1,294.  Bobrofsky reported a donation of $100.00 was received from Dean Hoffman for Christmas decorations.  Bobrofsky reported the library will be closed at 2p.m. on December 24th and closed on December 25th and January 1st.  Next Library meeting will be held on January 12, 2026, at 4:30p.m.
