REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

TUESDAY, DECEMBER 17, 2024
6:30 P.M.


Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Schar, Schultz, and Weyer present.

Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Donna Milz, Brittany Mews, Barbara Kingsbury, Gwen Klevgard, Coni Meyer, Tony Horvath, Jeanie Hanson, Ken McEwen, Maryann Forell, Jordyn Cuddie, Madison Rossow, Donna Kvaydn, Kathy Mann, Leonard Stolter, Jacob Schar, and TRG and the Clark County Press.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No corrections to December 17, 2024.

Jordyn Cuddie, a P.A. from the Marshfield Clinic Neillsville Center and the City of Loyal Health Officer, spoke about the benefits and need for the City of Loyal to continue fluoridating city water. She also read a statement by Ashley Kaiser, a P.A. from the Marshfield Clinic Colby Center, about keeping the fluoride in the water.  Dr. Maryann Forell expressed her concerns about why the City of Loyal should keep the fluoride in the water.  Ken McEwen spoke about taking the fluoride out of the water and handed out information.  Kathy Mann spoke about the need to keep fluoride in the water. Donna Milz read an article that was in the TRG over a year ago about how fluoride can harm kids if we keep it in the water.  Dr. Jeanie Hanson from the Marshfield Dental Clinic expressed that fluoride is not a drug but is a mineral and that the City of Loyal should keep it in the water.  Brittany Mews from the Clark County Health Department explained the acceptable range of fluoride in the city water and the need to continue with fluoride in the city water.  Tony Horvath spoke about how bad he felt fluoride is and handed out a informational packet.  Coni Meyer stated that 261 cities in Wisconsin are not fluoridating their water.  Leonard Stolter stated that the ADA held a patent on mercury and mercury is a poison.  

 Motion was made by Froeba to approve the minutes from November 19, 2024, regular Council meeting, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried. 

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.


Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Meeting was held on December 3, 2024.  Froeba made a motion to remove fluoride from the City of Loyal water as of January 1, 2025, seconded by Schar.  Froeba stated that he is in favor of removing the fluoride and presented information and a picture of where we store the fluoride and how the box is corroded.  Froeba also gave a safety data sheet from Hawkins on the hazards of fluoride.  Schar stated that she feels that fluoride should not be forced to be used and asked what the kids in the country are doing and how they are being helped.  Weyer spoke and said we need more information before we make a decision.  Geier stated that maybe we need to do a survey of the City of Loyal residents with council members going door to door.  Lindner asked Schar if the City of Greenwood fluoridates the water, Schar responded yes they do.  Froeba made a motion to rescind the previous motion to remove the fluoride from the City of Loyal water until the April meeting, seconded by Schar.  Motion carried.  Froeba reported that there is sewer pipe that needs to be repaired on E. Elm Dr.  Currently we are waiting for quotes.  Froeba reported on the zoning on Main St.  This has been referred to the Planning Commission.  Toufar reported that the Neillsville Snowmobile Club is asking for a temporary easement on our new land which they have had in years past.  Lindner made a motion to approve the temporary easement for the Neillsville Snowmobile Club, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee–No meeting held.  Brittany Mews from the Clark County Health Department spoke on the Hemp-Derived Cannabinoid ordinance that Clark County just passed.  Schar made a motion to refer this back to the City Attorney, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.
Finance Committee – No meeting held.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on December 9, 2024.  Bobrofsky reported that they received donations from Patzwald for $150.00 and Avis Becker for $500.00.  Bobrofsky reported the November circulation was 1,414.  Bobrofsky reported that a new battery was purchased for the defibrillator.  Next meeting will be held on December 13, 2025.

Personnel Committee –No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.

Planning Commission-No meeting held.  Next meeting will be held January 13, 2025 at 5:30 p.m.
Clerk’s Report-Schar made a motion to approve the following 2025 poll workers:  Sharon Schoonover, Tom Bobrofsky, Judy Bobrofsky, Pat Stumpner, Shirley Olson, Fern Fitzl, Lavon Lindner, Roseann Brussow, Jim Mildbrand, and Sharon Rogers, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried. 
New Business-Froeba asked if anyone has been watching the Loyal School consolidation talks.  Froeba stated that they are looking to possibly have the high school in Greenwood, and if we lose the high school, we are going to lose our city.  Chief Kubista reported on the question that may be on the April ballot.

Schar made a motion to approve bartender licenses for Margaret Miller and Carrie LaMarr, seconded by Geier Motion carried.

Lindner made the motion to approve vouchers in the following amounts:
