REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 15, 2022
6:30 P.M.

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Prein, Schultz and Weyer present.

Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Derek Weyer, and Jacob Schar.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No additions or corrections were made to the February 15, 2022 council agenda.

Motion was made by Schultz to approve the minutes from the January 18, 2022, regular Council meeting, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Clerk Toufar reported on the Compliance Assurance Plan through the DNR.  Bobrofsky made a motion to adopt the Compliance Assurance Plan, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.
PURPOSE:
This policy will establish standard guidelines that will lead to compliance with the City of Loyal’s recycling Ordinance 4-6-1 to 4-6-25

The City’s Public Works Crew Chief is responsible for enforcing the City of Loyal’s Ordinance.

The City of Loyal’s Staff and personnel shall follow the guidelines identified in this Compliance Assurance Plan in response to issues associated with recycling and solid waste.  This plan is intended to meet the requirements of s. NR544.04 (9g), Wis. Adm. Code as well as the City of Loyal’s recycling ordinance.

PROBLEM:
Property found to have no methods for recycling in place, Unacceptable materials found mixed with recyclables, or recyclable materials found in the trash.

COMPLIANCE STRATEGY:

1st Response:  Recycling route driver shall notify resident by tagging the recycling bin and leave at curb.

2nd Response:  City Clerk shall send a letter to property owner reminding them of the requirement to comply with local recycling ordinances.  Other educational materials will also be provided as needed.

3rd Response:  City Clerk shall send a letter to property owner giving them 30 days to comply with local recycling ordinances.  Copy of the letter shall be sent to citation officer.

After 30 days has passed the Crew Chief shall inspect property to determine if property is in compliance with ordinance.  If found to be non-compliant, citation officer shall issue the property owner a citation per code.
Deputy Clerk Pieper reported on selling the 2003 2500 Chevy Silverado.  Geier made a motion to put an advertisement for bids in the TRG and the Shopper and for bids to be opened on March 15, 2022, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Clerk Toufar reported on the Resolution 2-22 authorizing the participation in the WIWARN Mutual Aid and Assistance Program.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve Resolution 2-22, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Copies of the resolution and plan can be obtained at the Loyal City Hall.

Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  Teresa Hall wanted to thank our Police Department.
Finance/City View Committee –No meeting held.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on February 14, 2022.  Bobrofsky reported that Emliee Chirhart has been hired as the new library assistant.  Bobrofsky reported that the library has been approached to consider a program using a telescope to study the night sky.  Bobrofsky reported that the 2021 annual report has been submitted to WVLS.  Bobrofsky reported the library now has an updated system called ASPEN for locating, requesting, and receiving materials from all WVLS libraries.  Bobrofsky reported that the Clark County Libraries will have a booth at Farm Tech Days.  Bobrofsky reported the circulation for January was 928.  Library meeting will be held on March 14, 2022.
Personnel Committee-No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.  Derek Weyer and Curtiss Lindner stated that they would like to start a flag football league at the Westside Park behind the softball field.  It would run April 2nd to April 30th on Saturday from 8a.m. to 12p.m.and would be open to anyone in 2nd-12th grade.  Bobrofsky made a motion to allow them to use the Westside Park as long as waivers are signed by all participants, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried with 1 abstain.

Planning Commission – No meeting held.

Prein made a motion to approve a bartender license for Candee Mcbride, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.
