Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Schar, Schultz, and Weyer present.  Lindner was absent.

Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Maurice Redwine, Gwen Klevgard, TRG and the Clark County Press.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No corrections to January 21, 2025.

Maurice Redwine gave a short presentation about a ThankYou App he would like to partner with the city.

 Motion was made by Schar to approve the minutes from December 17, 2024, regular Council meeting, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried. 

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Weyer, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.


Utility Committee-Meeting was held on January 7, 2025.  Froeba reported that Brian Duell would like to purchase 8 or 13 acres from the city.  Bobrofsky made a motion to have Duell come back with a price for the 8 or 13 acres to the finance committee and to bring a more detailed map, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Froeba reported on the sewer pipe repair on E. Elm Dr.  We received 1 quote from Great Lakes TV Seal Inc in the amount of $15,537.00.  Froeba made a motion to hire Great Lakes TV Seal Inc in the amount of $15,537.00 to repair the sewer pipe on E. Elm Dr, seconded by Schar.  Motion carried.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee–No meeting held.  Bobrofsky read the Ordinance 9-2-15.
CITY OF LOYAL ORDINANCE NO.-2-18

 AN ORDINANCE CREATING HEMP-DERIVED CANNABINOID AND SYNTHETIC CANNABINOID PRODUCTS REGULATIONS
 WHEREAS, the City of Loyal desires to restrict the sale of hemp-derived cannabinoid vaping inhalants and associated products. 
NOW THEREFORE, the City Council of the City of Loyal does hereby Ordain as follows: 
Section 1: Ordinance Section 9-2-18 of the City of Loyal Municipal Code is hereby created as fully set forth in Section Two (2) of this Ordinance. 
Section 2: Hemp-Derived Cannabinoid and Synthetic Cannabinoid Products 
(1) In this subsection, hemp-derived cannabinoid products are defined as one of the many intoxicating cannabinoids found in the Cannabis sativa L. plant or a synthetic version thereof. 
a. Hemp-derived cannabinoid products include, but are not limited to: 
i. any hemp-derived product containing delta-9 tetrahydrocannabinol (THC) in a concentration of 0.3 percent or less; or
ii. any cannabinoid other than delta-9 tetrahydrocannabinol (THC), synthetic cannabinoids or an isomer derived from such cannabinoid (including but not limited to: delta-8 THC, delta-10 THC, hexahydrocannabinol (HHC), HHC-O, THCA, THC-O, THCP, THCV)
 b. Hemp-Derived cannabinoids does not include non-intoxicating cannabinoids, including cannabidiol (CBD), which is an active ingredient in cannabis, but does not possess psychoactive properties that produce an intoxicating effect as defined in Wis. Stat. 961.01(3r), and does not contain other isomers as listed above.
 (2) No person under the age of twenty-one (21) shall use or possess any amount of any hemp-derived cannabinoid, including delta-8 THC, delta-10 THC, HHC, HHC-O, THCA, THC-O, THCP or THCV, except as specifically allowed by Wisconsin law. 
(3) No person shall sell, distribute, deliver, or provide any hemp-derived cannabinoid product containing delta-8 THC, delta-10 THC, HHC, HHC-O, THCA, THC-O, THCP, or THCV to a person under the age of twenty-one (21) years, except as specifically allowed by Wisconsin law. 
(4) No person shall sell, distribute, deliver, or provide any hemp-derived cannabinoid product containing delta-8 THC, delta-10 THC, HHC, HHC-O, THCA, THC-O, THCP, or THCV to a person without having first verified their age by having the person present a valid photo identification. 
(5) Hemp-derived cannabinoids shall not be sold within two thousand (2,000) feet of a hospital, church, or youth-serving organization such as, but not limited to: childcare centers, pre-schools, public or parochial schools, tribal schools, playgrounds, city or county parks, sporting arenas, or any organization primarily intended to serve children. The distance shall be measured by the shortest route along a designated roadway or walking path from the main entrance of the youth-serving organization to the premises selling hemp-derived cannabinoid products. 
(6) The penalty for violation of this sub-section shall be as set forth in Section 1-1-7 of the Municipal Code of Ordinances 
Section 3: All Ordinances or part of Ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed. 
Section 4: SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICTS OF LAW. If any provision of this Ordinance is found to be unconstitutional or otherwise, contrary to law, then such provision shall be deemed void and severed from the Ordinance and the remainder of this Ordinance shall continue in full force and effect. 
Section 5: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after the date of its passage and publication, as provided by law.
Bobrofsky made a motion to approve Ordinance 9-2-18 Hemp-Derived Cannabinoid and Synthetic Cannabinoid Products and to waive the seconded reading, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.
Finance Committee – Meeting was held on January 15, 2025.  Brock reported on the meeting with West Central Regional Planning and the three business owners that were affected by the fire.  Schar made a motion to update the City of Loyal Comprehensive Plan, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.  Froeba made a motion to join the WEDC Connect Communities Program, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on January 13, 2025.  Bobrofsky reported that Jim Mildbrand will be President and Christine Geier will be the Vice President for the library.  Bobrofsky reported that the library will be conducting a survey regarding open hours and any concerns or suggestions from patrons.  Bobrofsky reported that the city crew did some minor repairs on one of the furnaces.  Bobrofsky reported the December circulation was 1,627 and that the total circulation for 2024 was 18,722.  Next meeting will be held on February 17, 2025.

Personnel Committee –No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.

Planning Commission-No meeting held.  Next meeting will be held February 12, 2025.
Clerk’s Report-Clerk Toufar reported that we need to change the February council meeting due to a election.  February council meeting will be on Monday, February 17, 2025.

Geier made a motion to approve bartender license for Kevin Cook, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.

Weyer made the motion to approve vouchers in the following amounts:
