REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

TUESDAY, JULY 16, 2024
6:30 P.M.

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, and Schar were present.  Schultz and Weyer were absent.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  


Citizens present were Teresa Hall, TRG, Jacob Schar, Nathan Hauge, Tom Kingsbury, Barb Kingsbury, and the Clark County Press.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the July 16, 2024, agenda.

Nathan Hauge asked if the golf cart ordinance could be revamped by taking out blinkers and seat belts required.  This has been referred back to the Police Committee.


Motion was made by Froeba to approve the minutes from the June 18, 2024, regular Council meeting, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Schar, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Lindner made a motion to approve the driveway on Industrial Dr. by Vita Plus with the Loyal Fire Department paying for all expenses, seconded by Schar.  Motion carried.  Brock made a motion to approve the service contract for Hydro Corp for the cross-connection inspections, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  Kubista reported on Ordinance 7-3-1 vaping devices.  This has been tabled until the State of Wisconsin adopts the law.    Froeba discussed the limitation of dogs in the city limits.  This has been referred back to the Police Committee.  Kubista asked for secondary employment for Officer Jacob Schar to be on the Clark County ERT Team.  Brock made a motion to allow Jacob Schar to have secondary employment with the Clark County ERT Team, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried with 1 abstain.  Kubista reported on greenhouses in the city limits.  This has been referred back to the Police Committee.  Next Police Committee meeting will be held on August 6, 2024 at 4:30 p.m.
Finance/City View Committee – No meeting held.  Schar reported that Robert and Jackie Loos would like an extension on building their house.  This has been referred back to the City View Estates Committee.  Next City View Estates meeting will be held on July 23, 2024.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on July 8, 2024.  Bobrofsky reported a donation of $50.00 from the Betty Gluch/Voss Memorial.  Bobrofsky reported that WVLS Statistic Book will be available at the City Hall.  Bobrofsky reported that the library will have a float in the Loyal Cornfest Parade.  Bobrofsky reported the June circulation was 1,373 and year to date circulation is 9,327.  Bobrofsky reported that the library was first organized in 1905.  Next library meeting will be held on September 9, 2024, at 4:30p.m.

Mayor’s Report- Mayor Englebretson reported on the garbage contract.  Clerk Toufar reported that we currently are with Waste Management in Marshfield and are currently paying $12.33 per unit.  New proposals are:


Waste Management-$21.35 per unit cost will increase $52,136.28 per year.


GFL-$17.65 per unit cost will increase $30,735.48 per year.


Harter-$25.75 per unit cost will increase $77,585.88 per year.


All companies will be 96-gallon carts.  Recycling will be every other week and 6-year contract.
Schar made a motion to accept the proposal from GFL, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Mayor Englebretson read a thankyou card from Ronda and Tyler Wehrman.

Bobrofsky made a motion to approve a picnic license for the Loyal Fire Department, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried with 2 abstains.


Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the following bartender licenses:  Debra Schofield, Timothy Fravert, Remi Geiger, Jordan Radue, Scott Radue, Stetson Froeba, David Geier, Jon Bauer, and Brad Zepplin seconded by Schar.  Motion carried with 2 abstains.
