REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

TUESDAY, MARCH 18, 2025
6:30 P.M.


Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Schar, Schultz, and Weyer present.  Brock was absent.

Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Cain Toufar, and Gwen Kelvgard.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No corrections to March 18, 2025.
 Motion was made by Schultz to approve the minutes from February 17, 2025, regular Council meeting, seconded by Schar.  Motion carried. 

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Weyer, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-Meeting was held on March 12, 2025.  Froeba reported on the 2027 bridge replacement on E. Elm Dr.

Option 1:
Remove the flume initially planned and add a small extension of curb and gutter with new manhole for the  storm sewer.  This would allow for future installation of sidewalk to the Dollar General.  This estimate would be 100% City cost and is $15,846.00.
Option 2:
Remove the flume initially planned and add new manhole for the storm sewer, curb, gutter, and sidewalk to Dollar General parking lot on the north side of E. Elm Dr.  This estimate would be at an 80/20 cost share with the state.  This estimated cost for the City at 20% would be $25,634.04.


Schar made a motion to approve Option 2 at the cost of $25,634.04, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee–No meeting held.
Finance Committee – No meeting held.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on March 10, 2025.  Bobrofsky reported a $300.00 donation was received for Libby and WVLS will match this donation.  Bobrofsky reported the February circulation was 1,788.  Bobrofsky reported Hall received her Public Library Grade 3 Certification and it is valid until March 2030.  Next meeting will be held on April 14, 2025.

Personnel Committee –No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – Meeting was held on March 18, 2025.  Lindner reported 1 bid was received for the Splash Pad.  CAS Construction in the amount of $95,177.50.  Schar made a motion to approve CAS Construction for the Splash Pad project at $95,177.50, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.

Planning Commission-No meeting held.  Clerk Toufar reported on the resolution needed for updating the City of Loyal Comprehensive Plan.  Lindner made a motion to approve Resolution NO. 2-25:






RESOLUTION NO.  2-25
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION PROCEDURES FOR THE

UPDATE OF THE CITY OF LOYAL COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

WHEREAS, the City of Loyal has decided to update its comprehensive plan under the authority and procedures of §62.23 (3) and §66.1001, Wisconsin Statutes; and

WHEREAS, §66.1001 (4) (a), Wisconsin Statutes, requires that the governing body of the local governmental unit adopt written procedures designed to foster public participation at every stage of comprehensive plan preparation, and that such written procedures provide for wide distribution of proposed, alternative or amended comprehensive elements, an opportunity for the public to submit written comments on the comprehensive plan, and a process for the local governing body to respond to such comments; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Loyal has designated a plan commission for the purposes defined in §62.23 (1), (2), (4) and (5), Wisconsin Statutes; and

WHEREAS, the agreement between the City of Loyal and its hired planning consultant is consistent with and furthers the mechanisms identified within the Public Participation Procedures for the City of Loyal Comprehensive Plan Update to foster public participation, ensure wide distribution of draft plan materials, and provide opportunities for written comments on draft plan materials; and

WHEREAS, the City of Loyal believes that regular, meaningful public involvement in the plan development process is important to assure that the resulting plan meets the wishes and expectations of the public.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Loyal hereby ordain and resolve as follows: to approve the written procedures included in Public Participation Procedures for the City of Loyal Comprehensive Plan Update as its public participation procedures meeting the requirements of §66.1001 (4) (a), Wisconsin Statutes.  

Seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.
