REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

TUESDAY, MAY 17, 2022
6:30 P.M.

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Prein, Schultz and Weyer present.  Brock was absent.

Citizens present were Teresa Hall and David Williams.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the May 17, 2022 agenda.

Motion was made by Geier to approve the minutes from the April 19, 2022, regular Council meeting, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Schultz, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Froeba reported on extending the sidewalk past the bridge in front of the Dollar General.  The DOT gave a quote that it would cost anywhere from $15,000 to $25,000.00.  Lindner made a motion not to extend the sidewalk, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Froeba made a motion to put 30 loads of gravel on Chickadee Road from Highway K to the Loyal Sportsman’s Club driveway and whoever gets the Town of Loyal gravel bids is where the gravel will come from, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Froeba reported on the storm sewer repair in the alley west of Main street.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve Suda Plumbing in the amount of $6,925.00, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Froeba made a motion to approve the 2021 CMAR report, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to allow the Farm Tech Days to use the parking lot on Union St. for busing volunteers, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– Fire & Ambulance meeting was held on April 28, 2022.  Geier reported that the Fire Department will be starting a Junior Fire Fighter Program.  Geier reported on the By-Law changes for the firefighters.  Geier reported there will be annual reviews for all fire fighters.  Geier reported that the ambulance will be changing their fees to $425.00 a run.
Finance/City View Committee – No meeting held.  Next meeting will be held on June 2, 2022 at 5:00p.m.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on May 9, 2022.  Bobrofsky reported that the Loyal High School shop class refurbished the trailer that they have been using for the corn festival float.  Bobrofsky reported that the library is in the process of hiring a new assistant.  Bobrofsky reported on the exterior lighting at the library.  Froeba made a motion to take this back to the utility committee, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky reported that the April circulation was 1350.   Next meeting will be held on June 13, 2022 at 5:30p.m.
Personnel Committee – Meeting was held on May 4, 2022.  Lindner reported that they are advertising for the public works position.  Next meeting will be held on June 1, 2022 at 7:00 a.m.

Park & Recreation – Meeting was held on May 11, 2022.  Geier reported on the discussion of the softball field at the westside park with Loyal Public Schools.  Geier reported on the gun/bow range.  No action taken.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve Resolution 22-04 to adopt the Clark County Outdoor Recreation Plan, 2022-2027,

WHEREAS, Clark County, through the Clark County Forestry and Parks Committee and the Clark County Forestry and Parks Department, in cooperation with West Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission, has developed an updated comprehensive outdoor recreation plan for the County; and,

WHEREAS, the City of Loyal participated in the plan update; and, 

WHEREAS, the plan lists available outdoor recreation facilities and identifies foreseeable outdoor recreation needs for the City of Loyal; and,

WHEREAS, the plan identifies specific recommendations and priorities for improving the recreational facilities and opportunities within the City of Loyal; and,

WHEREAS, municipalities are required to have a community outdoor recreation plan on file with the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources in order to be eligible for certain State and Federal cost-sharing financial aids for the development or improvement of outdoor recreation facilities; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Loyal City Council hereby adopts the Clark County Outdoor Recreation Plan, 2022-2027 as the official comprehensive outdoor recreation plan for the City of Loyal.
Seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.
Dave Williams stated that the Loyal Lions Club has donated 2 new benches and picnic tables for the purple park.  Prein made a motion to change the name of the purple park.  The name will be determined by the Loyal Lions who will put up the sign, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.
