REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

TUESDAY, MAY 20, 2025
6:30 P.M.

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Froeba, Geier, Klevgard, Lindner, Schar, Stephens present.  Brock was absent.

Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Tom Kingsbury, Barb Kingsbury, David Wucherpfennig, Nancy Wucherpfennig, Donna Milz, Brian Milz, Sadie Fitzgerald, Shelly Saindon, Kitty Zakrzewicz, Ken McEwen, Pat Bell, Mindy Nerton, Jessica Throckmorton, Chenoa Christenson, TRG, and the Clark County Press.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the May 20, 2025 amended agenda.

Donna Milz, Sadie Fitzgerald, Dave Wucherpfenning, Nancy Wucherpfenning, Jessica Throckmorton, Brian Milz, Ken McEwen, Chenoa Christenson, and Shelly Saindon spoke about how they would like the fluoride removed from the city water.  Donna Milz also read a statement from Kathy Brock about removing the fluoride from the water.  Chenoa Christenson stated she would like to see the fluoride put on a ballot and let the citizens of Loyal decide whether to remove or keep the fluoride in.  Brian Milz also thanked Curtiss Lindner for getting the dirt up at the community garden.  Teresa Hall spoke about keeping the fluoride in the city water.


Motion was made by Froeba to approve the minutes from April 15, 2025, regular Council meeting, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  Schar abstained.

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Stephens.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Discussion on the City of Loyal fluoride.  Klevgard made a motion to put a binding question on the next general election to let the citizens decide whether the City of Loyal should remove the fluoride, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Roll call vote was taken:  Bobrofsky-yes, Froeba-no, Geier-yes, Klevgard-yes, Lindner-yes, Schar-no, Stephens-yes.  Motion carried with 5-yes votes and 2-no votes.  Clerk Toufar will call the City Attorney to get a resolution for the general election in April of 2026.  Lindner opened up the bids for the 2025 street construction.  American Asphalt Bid A N Division St. from Mill St to Spring St. $72,108.40 and Bid B N Union St from Mill St. going North $25,480.00.  Lindner made a motion to accept the bids from American Asphalt if there is money left in the budget, seconded by Schar.  Motion carried.  Pieper reported that we had 5 applicants for the summer help position and will be hiring 2.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– Fire & Ambulance meeting was held on April 24, 2025.  Bobrofsky reported on the Fire & Ambulance meetings.
Finance/City View Estates Committee-Meeting was held on May 7, 2025.  Stephens reported on the Thank You App.  No action was taken.  Bobrofsky made a motion to go into closed session and to invite in Englebretson, Toufar, Pieper, and Kubista, second by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Schar made a motion to reconvene into open session, second by Lindner. Motion carried.  Schar made a motion to extend the Loos contract and construction of the home has to have an enclosed structure(siding, roof, windows, and doors) by December 31, 2025 and an occupancy permit must be obtained by May 1, 2026, seconded by Klevgard.  Motion carried.  Schar made a motion to offer a land purchase to Grant Koski for 1.74 acres in the amount of $25,000.00, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Lindner made a motion to change the city hall rental fee to $150.00 which includes a $75.00 deposit, seconded by Schar.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on May 12, 2025.  Bobrofsky reported the April circulation was 1,979.  Bobrofsky reported that the summer reading program will be held June 16th through July 3rd.  Bobrofsky reported that on June 18th there will be a magician program at Loyal High School.  Bobrofsky reported that 9 people were in attendance for the listening session with Senator James and Hurd.  Hall reported on the sidewalk chalk event.  Hall passed out a letter from the Clark County Board of Supervisors.  Next meeting will be held on June 9, 2025 at 4:30p.m.
Personnel Committee – No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.

Planning Commission – Meetings were held on April 23, 2025 and May 14, 2025.  Englebretson reported on the community survey that will be going out in the next couple of weeks.

Mayor’s Report-Mayor Englebretson reported that we received the 2025 Friend of Dairy Award from the Clark County Dairy Promotion.

Schar made a motion to approve picnic license for the Loyal Lions Club, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.
