Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Prein, Schultz, and Weyer present. 

Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Jeannie Smith, and Michael Smith.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No corrections or additions were made to the November 15, 2021, council agenda.

 Motion was made by Geier to approve the minutes from the October 19, 2021, regular Council meeting, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried. 

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.


Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Schultz made a motion to amend Ordinance 8-3-13 concerning the operation of all terrain vehicles and utility terrain vehicles on State and County Highways.

CITY OF LOYAL ORDINANCE NO. 8-3-13
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 8-3-13 CONCERNING THE OPERATION OF ALL TERRAIN VEHICLES AND UTILITY TERRAIN VEHICLES ON STATE AND COUNTY HIGHWAYS.

The Common Council of the City of Loyal does hereby ordain as follows:


Section 1: Section 8-3-13 is hereby amended to create subsection 8-3-13(a)(2) c. as fully set forth in Section 2 below.

  Section 2: SEC. 8-3-13(a)(2) c.   All-Terrain Vehicles (ATVs) and all Utility Terrain Vehicles (UTVs) are authorized to operate on all State and County Highways which are posted with speed limits of 35 miles per hour or less, as located within the municipal boundaries of the City of Loyal.  Operation of said vehicles on said highways shall be subject to the posted speed restrictions for said highways and the speed restrictions set forth in 8-3-3 shall not be applicable. 


Section 3:
SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICTS OF LAW.


If any provision of this Ordinance is found to be unconstitutional or otherwise contrary to law, then such provision shall be deemed void and severed from the Ordinance and the remainder of this Ordinance shall continue in full force and effect.



Section 4: EFFECTIVE DATE.  


This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after the date of its passage and publication, as provided by law.

Froeba made a motion to approve the 2022 Wastewater Utility budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $497,775.60, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Weyer made a motion to approve the 2022 TIF 2 budget with revenues and expenditures of $152,163.97, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Schultz made a motion to approve the 2022 Levy in the amount of $601,565.96, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried. 
Library Committee – Meeting was held on November 8, 2021.  Bobrofsky reported on donations from the Patzwald Family, Loyal American Legion and Loyal Car Show.  Bobrofsky reported that Director Hall attended the ARSL conference, and she received a scholarship from WVLS to cover her expenses.  Bobrofsky reported the library will close on Thanksgiving Eve at 4p.m. and will be closed on Thanksgiving day and the Friday after.  Bobrofsky reported the circulation for October was 1,031.  Next meeting will be held on December 13, 2021.

Personnel Committee – No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the agreement with West Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission and Clark County for the Outdoor Recreation Plan in the amount of $500.00, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried.

Planning Commission:  Clerk Toufar introduced Resolution 21-11 to the Common Council for vacating and discontinuing a portion of West Clark St in the City of Loyal.
Clerk’s Report-Clerk Toufar stated that Froeba and Geier are up for re-election in Ward 1 and Bobrofsky and Prein are up for re-election in Ward 2.  December 1, 2021 is the first day that you can start to circulate your papers. If you are not planning on running you will need to file a non-candidacy by December 31, 2021.
