Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Prein, Schultz, and Weyer present.  Brock was absent.

Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Paul Bugar, and Nicole Hoesly.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No corrections or additions were made to the November 15, 2022, council agenda.

 Motion was made by Weyer to approve the minutes from the October 18, 2022, regular Council meeting, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried. 

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.


Utility Committee-Meeting was held on November 7, 2022.  Lindner opened the bid for the walking tail.  Paul Bugar Trucking bid was Section 1, 900 tons at $12.00 for $10,800.00; Section 2, 900 tons at $13.00 for $11,700.00; and Option 3, 70 tons at $13.00 for $910.00.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve Paul Bugar Trucking in the amount of $23,410.00, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.  Prein made a motion to purchase a Honeywell Quattro gas alert detector in the amount of $815.00, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  Froeba made a motion to amend Ordinance 10-6-2 concerning building permits and inspection.
CITY OF LOYAL ORDINANCE NO.  10-6-2


AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 10‐6‐2 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF ORDINANCES  
CONCERNING BUILDING PERMITS AND INSPECTION TO BE REQUIRED FOR A CHANGE IN  USE.  

 The Common Council of the City of Loyal does hereby ordain as follows:
  

SECTION 1:  Section 10‐6‐2 of the Municipal Code of Ordinances is hereby repealed and replaced in its entirety as fully set forth in Section 2 below. 

SECTION 2:   SECTION 10‐6‐2:  Building Permits and Inspection.     
(a) PERMIT REQUIRED.  No building or any part thereof shall hereafter be altered or constructed within the City of Loyal or ground broken for the same, except as hereinafter provided until a permit therefore shall first have been obtained from the Building Inspector by the owner, or his authorized agent.  The term “building” as used in this section shall include any building or structure, and any enlargement, alteration, heating or ventilating installation, moving, or demolishing, or change in use of a building or structure, or anything affecting the fire hazards or safety of any building or structure.  

(b) CHANGE IN USE.    If the existing use or occupancy of an existing building is changed to a use or occupancy which would be permitted in a similar building to be erected, the entire building shall be made to conform with the requirements of this code for a new building provided that:  1). If the use or occupancy of only a portion or portions of any existing building is changed, only such portion or portions of the building need to be made to comply with such requirements.  

(c) APPLICATION.    Application  for  a  building  permit  shall  be  made  in  writing  upon  a  form  furnished  by  the  Building  Inspector  and  shall  state the name and address of the owner of the land, and also the  owner of the building, if different, the legal description of the land  upon which the building is to be located and shall contain such other  information  as  the  Building  Inspector  may  require  for  effective enforcement of this section.  

 (d) PLANS.  With each application there shall be submitted two complete sets of plans and specifications, including a plot plan showing the location of the proposed building with respect to adjoining streets, alleys, lot lines and buildings.    The original plan must bear the approval of the Building Inspector.  Where water or sewer service will be required, the plan must bear approval of the Sewer and Water Utility.  Plans for buildings required to comply with the State Building Code shall bear a stamp of approval from the State Department of Industry, Labor, and Human Relations.  Such plans and specifications shall be submitted in duplicate; one set shall be returned after approval as hereinafter provided; the other shall remain on file in the office of the Clerk‐Treasurer.    All plans and specifications shall be signed by the designer and bear certification by the applicant that all electrical and plumbing work will be installed in compliance with the Wisconsin Administrative Code.  

(e) FEES.  The fees for building permits for any construction other than that covered by the One‐ and Two‐Family Dwelling Code of the City of Loyal shall be as follows:

SECTION 3:  SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICTS OF LAW.    If any provision of this Ordinance is found to be unconstitutional or otherwise, contrary to law, then such provision shall be deemed void and severed from the Ordinance and the remainder of this Ordinance shall continue in full force and effect. 
SECTION 4:  EFFECTIVE DATE.    This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after the date of its passage and publication, as provided by law.

Seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  

Prein made a motion to repair the 19 manholes in the amount of $24,900.00 and to use the ARPA Funds, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to deny the sidewalk request for Susan Fravert due to not following the policy, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried.

Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee–Ambulance meeting was held on November 2, 2022.  Froeba reported that they will be purchasing a 2022 Ford F450 ambulance and will be using the grant money received.  Chief Kubista reported that both he and Officer Schar having been trying to use their vacation but being short an officer it has not been working out.  Weyer made a motion to pay out Chief Kubista 3 weeks of vacation and Officer Schar 26 hours of vacation, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.
Finance Committee – Froeba made a motion to approve the 2023 General Fund budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $1,523,539.56, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the 2023 Water Utility budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $469,985.24, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.  Geier made a motion to approve the 2023 Wastewater Utility budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $508,908.46, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Schultz made a motion to approve the 2023 Levy in the amount of $631,644.26, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried. 
Library Committee – Meeting was held on November 14, 2022.  Bobrofsky reported on donations from the Loyal Lion’s Club $100.00, Loyal Car Show $250.00, and Catholic Knights Insurance $100.00.  Bobrofsky reported that the library will be closed November 24th-25th for Thanksgiving, December 23rd-26th for Christmas, and January 2nd for New Year’s.  Bobrofsky reported that there will be an afternoon movie on Monday, November 21, 2022 at 1p.m.  Bobrofsky reported that circulation for October was 1,119.  Bobrofsky reported that the library is now a distribution center for N95 masks, Covid tests, and water testing.  Next meeting will be held on December 12, 2022.

Personnel Committee –Meeting was held on November 2, 2022.  Lindner reported that they interviewed 2 people for the police officer position.  Lindner made a motion to give a conditional offer to Malachi Askeland for $22.00 an hour pending the results of a background check, drug test, physical, psychological evaluation, and completion of the 720-hour police academy, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Lindner made a motion to give a conditional offer to Malachi Askeland part-time for $18.00 an hour pending the results of a background check, drug test, physical, psychological, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.  Lindner asked about getting a tarp for the ice-skating rink.  Geier is going to check with Vita Plus.

Planning Commission-No meeting held.
Clerk’s Report-Clerk Toufar stated that Mayor Englebretson is up for re-election, Lindner and Weyer are up for re-election in Ward 1, and Schultz and Brock are up for re-election in Ward 2.  December 1, 2022 is the first day that you can start to circulate your papers. If you are not planning to run you will need to file a non-candidacy by December 23, 2022.

Weyer made a motion to approve bartender licenses for Janice Hefter and Jacob Baumgartner, seconded by Bobrofsky Motion carried.
