Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Schar, Schultz, and Weyer present.

Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Donna Milz, Brittany Mews, Barbara Kingsbury, Gwen Klevgard, Coni Meyer, Tony Horvath, and TRG and the Clark County Press.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

Corrections to November 19, 2024, council agenda to eliminate number 5 on the finance committee.

Donna Milz spoke on the fluoride use in the city.  She would like the Council to consider removing it from the city water system.  Brittany Mews from the Clark County Health Department also spoke about the fluoride in the city water.  Brittany handed out packets and information about fluoride.  Gwen Klevgard wanted to thank the election workers for all their hard work on November 5, 2024.

Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Bobrofsky made a motion to refer the fluoride discussion back to the utility committee, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Next meeting will be held on December 3, 2024 at 5:30p.m.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee–Fire meeting was held on November 14, 2024.  Bobrofsky reported that the Town of Beaver, Town of Loyal, and the City of Loyal all voted for the raises for the fire department.
Finance Committee – Froeba made a motion to approve the 2025 General Fund budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $1,795,738.69, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Weyer made a motion to approve the 2025 Water Utility budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $486,569.20, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Schar made a motion to approve the 2025 Wastewater Utility budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $540,408.46, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Lindner made a motion to approve the 2024 Levy in the amount of $696,494.00, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried. 
Library Committee – Meeting was held on November 11, 2024.  Bobrofsky reported the library is considering part-time staffing.  Bobrofsky reported a donation of $1,250.00 received from the Town of Loyal and $100.00 from the Loyal Lions Club.  Bobrofsky reported they will be closed Thanksgiving Day and the Friday after Thanksgiving. Bobrofsky reported the October circulation was 1,678.  Next meeting will be held on December 9, 2024.

Personnel Committee –No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.  Lindner gave an update on the splash pad.

Planning Commission-No meeting held.
Clerk’s Report-Clerk Toufar stated that Mayor Englebretson is up for re-election and Lindner and Weyer are up for re-election in Ward 1, and Brock and Schultz are up for re-election in Ward 2.  December 1, 2024 is the first day that you can start to circulate your papers. If you are not planning to run you will need to file a non-candidacy by December 20, 2024.
