Motion was made by Geier to approve the minutes from September 17, 2024, regular Council meeting, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Geier, seconded by Schar.  Motion carried.
Utility Committee-Meeting was held on October 14, 2024.  Froeba presented the amended Ordinance 10-4-7(e)(3) holding tanks.  Schar made a motion to approve the amending Ordinance 10-4-7(e)(3), seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Copies can be picked up at the City Clerk’s office.  Froeba presented the amended Ordinance 10-3-8(d).  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the amended Ordinance 10-3-8(d), seconded by Schar.  Motion carried.  Copies can be picked up at the City Clerk’s office.  Lindner reported on the Industrial Park expansion.  Froeba reported that 3 fire hydrants need to be replaced in 2025.  Froeba presented the bids:

Schar made a motion to approve Haas Inc to replace the fire hydrants in 2025 in the amount of $35,480.00, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– Police meeting was held on October 9, 2024 and Fire/Ambulance was held on September 26, 2024.  Brock reported that the police department is looking to purchase 2 new Motorola Radios from Northway Communications in the amount of $4,011.00 each.  Geier made a motion to approve the purchase of 2 Motorola Radios, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Chief Kubista presented the option of using a new shooting range closer to Loyal and would like to make some improvements.  Lindner made a motion to allow the police department to spend $4,000.00 out of the police salvage money and some city workers time when available and to have an agreement signed by both parties, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky reported on the fire and ambulance meetings.  The fire department is asking each of the 3 entities to increase wages for 2025.  It would be an extra $1,200.00 per quarter.  Schar made a motion to approve the fire department raises, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried with 2 abstains.
Finance/City View Committee – Meeting was held on October 9,2024.  Brock presented the 2025 budgets for general, water, and wastewater.  Froeba made a motion to approve the 2025 General budget for publication, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the 2025 Water budget for publication, seconded by Schar.  Motion carried.  Froeba made a motion to approve the 2025 Wastewater budget for publication, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on October 14, 2024.  Bobrofsky reported the 2025 budget will be set at the November meeting.  Bobrofsky reported the library received a donation of $250.00 from the Loyal Car Show.  Bobrofsky reported that Brenda has completed her catalogue training.  Bobrofsky reported that Teresa received a scholarship from WVLS to attend the WLA conference in Green Bay.  Bobrofsky reported the September circulation was 1,377.   Next library meeting will be held on November 11, 2024, at 4:30p.m.
