Loyal principal Doug Dieckman spoke about the upcoming operational referendum for the school.



Motion was made by Schultz to approve the minutes from the September 20, 2022, regular Council meeting, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Froeba reported on property owners turning commercial buildings on Main St. into apartments.  This has been referred back to the utility committee.  Geier made a motion to approve the contract for Hydro Corp, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Geier asked about getting an air monitor for the public works department when they are sewer jetting.  This has been referred back to the utility committee.

   Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  Bids were opened for the 2010 Expedition and the 2014 Explorer.  Geier made a motion to accept the bid of $5,500.00 for the 2010 Expedition to Tom Lokken, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried. Kubista reported that 1 applicant has applied for the police officer position.  Kubista will call applicant to set up an interview.  Brock reported on the Loyal Fire & Ambulance meeting.  

Finance/City View Committee – Meeting was held on October 6, 2022.  Froeba made a motion to approve the 2023 general budget for publication, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the 2023 water budget for publication, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  Geier made a motion o approve the 2023 wastewater budget for publication, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Weyer reported on the city view estate zoning.  Lindner made a motion to buy back the lots from Cara Prior and Ryan & Jessica Kurz for the amount of $6,000.00, which they paid for them, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.  Clerk Toufar will contact both parties.
Library Committee-Meeting was held on October 10, 2022.  Bobrofsky reported that the library has purchased a Keurig machine for patrons.  Bobrofsky reported the budget for 2023 would be $101,400.00.  Bobrofsky reported that they received 2 hot spots from WVLS.  Bobrofsky reported that Modern Woodmen covered the costs of the meal for the Golden Agers group on October 11, 2022.  Bobrofsky reported that they will be continuing children programming on Wednesday mornings.
