REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 15, 2020
6:30 P.M.

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Gluch-Voss, Lindner, Prein, and Schultz present.  


Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Jacob Schar, Dean Lesar, and Valorie Brecht.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

 No changes made to the September 15, 2020 agenda.

 Motion was made by Gluch-Voss to approve the minutes from the August 18, 2020, regular Council meeting, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Geier, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-Meeting was held on September 8, 2020.  Prein reported on the abandonment of the 500 block of W Clark St.  Bobrofsky made a motion to move forward with the abandonment of Clark St. from Pope St. to Gwinn St., seconded by Gluch-Voss.  Motion carried with 1 abstain.  Prein reported on the city taking over the Loyal Cemetery Association.  This has been referred back to the utility committee.  Geier made a motion to allow a variance for John & Karen Nelson to put up a 14X20 accessory shed in place of an existing shed, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– Police Committee meeting was held on September 9, 2020.  Prein made a motion to approve the Repeal and Recreation of ordinance sections 8-3-8 (a), 8-3-8 (b), and 8-3-8 (c).

An ordinance providing for the repeal and recreation of sections 8-3-8(a), 8-3-8 (b), and 8-3-8 (c) pertaining to operation of snowmobiles, all-terrain vehicles (ATV) and utility terrain vehicles (UTV) by minors.


The Common Council of the City of Loyal does hereby ordain as follows:


Section 1:
The provisions of Sections 8-3-8 (a), 8-3-8 (b), and 8-3-8 (c) of the Municipal Code of Ordinances are hereby repealed and recreated as set forth in Section 2 of this Ordinance.


Section 2:


SEC. 8-3-8 RESTRICTIONS ON OPERATORS

(a) ATV OPERATOR RESTRICTIONS:  No person under 12 may operate an ATV.  All ATV operators at least age 12 and born on or after January 1, 1988 must possess a valid ATV safety certificate issued by this State or any other State or Province.  Operators must be in possession of this certificate while operating in areas open to the public such as trails, routes, and frozen waterways in the City of Loyal and display it to a law enforcement officer upon request.  Certified operators may transport other passengers.  All ATV safety certified operators age 12 to 15 must be accompanied by an adult while operating on a designated ATV Route except for operation for agricultural purposes with adult supervision.  The operator is not required to have a valid driver’s license if the operator was born before January 1, 1988.
(b) UTV OPERATOR RESTRICTIONS:  No person under 16 may operate an UTV.  All UTV operators at least age 12 and born on or after January 1, 1988 must possess a valid ATV safety certificate issued by this State or any other State or Province.  Operators must be in possession of this certificate while operating in areas open to the public such as trails, routes, and frozen waterways in the City of Loyal and display it to a law enforcement officer upon request.  Certified operators may transport other passengers.  The operator is not required to have a valid driver’s license if the operator was born before January 1, 1988.

(c) SNOWMOBILE OPERATOR RESTRICTIONS:  Any person who is at least 12 years old and who is born on or after January 1, 1985 is required to possess a valid Snowmobile Safety Certificate in order to operate a snowmobile up any street, alley or public right of way in the City of Loyal.  A parent, guardian, or person 18 years old or older must accompany the child on the (same) snowmobile when operating on public areas.  The operator must carry the certificate while riding and the operator must display it to law enforcement officer when requested.

Section 3:  SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICTS OF LAW:


If any provision of this Ordinance is found to be unconstitutional or otherwise contrary to law, then such provision shall be deemed void and severed from the Ordinance and the remainder of this Ordinance shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4:  EFFECTIVE DATE.


This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after the date of its passage and publication, as provided by law.

Seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.

Schulz made a motion to approve the repeal and recreation of sections 8-3-2, 8-3-7, and 8-3-14.


An ordinance providing for the repeal of sections 8-37- and 8-3-14 and repeal and recreation of section 8-3-2 of the Loyal Code of Municipal Ordinances relating to regulation of snowmobiles, all-terrain vehicles (ATV) and utility terrain vehicles (UTV).


The Common Council of the City of Loyal does hereby ordain as follows:


Section 1:  The provisions of Sections 8-3-7 and 8-3-147 of the Municipal Code of Ordinances are hereby repealed and are not being amended or replaced because said Sections are repetitious in view of Sections 8-3-13 (a)(1) b and c and 8-3-1 respectively.

Section 2:  The provisions of Section 8-3-2 of the Municipal Code of Ordinances are hereby repealed and recreated as set forth in Section 3 of this Ordinance.


Section 3:


SEC. 8-3-2 APPLICABILITY OF TRAFFICE REGULATIONS.



In addition to the restrictions set forth in Section 8-3-10, no person shall operate a snowmobile or an all-terrain vehicle or utility terrain vehicle in the City of Loyal upon any authorized route in violation of traffic regulations made applicable by Section 346.02 (10) fir snowmobiles and Section 346.02 (11), Wis. Stats., for all-terrain vehicles and utility terrain vehicles.


Section 4:  SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICTS OF LAW.



If any provision of this Ordinance is found to be unconstitutional or otherwise contrary to law, then such provision shall be deemed void and severed from the Ordinance and the remainder of this Ordinance shall continue in full force and effect.


Section 5:  EFFECTIVE DATE.



This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after the date of its passage and publication, as provided by law.


Seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.

Lindner made a motion to approve the purchase of 3 new body cameras and 2 new squad cameras not to exceed $15,000, seconded by Gluch-Voss.  Motion carried.  Chief Kubista presented Matthew Prein with a blanket for appreciation of his K-9 dog Rex.

Finance/City View Committee –Meeting was held on August 25, 2020.  Schultz made a motion to approve to pay for the water/sewer damage to the Hedwig Bauer residence in the amount of $9,812.28 with a notarized letter stating that the City of Loyal is not liable for any other damages as of August 25, 2020 and after, seconded by Gluch-Voss.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion not to purchase the property from Walter Seegar, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on September 14, 2020.  Bobrofsky reported that a 3% wage increase was given to the staff and the 2021 budget was proposed.  Bobrofsky reported that the library will have new phone service with Spectrum.  Bobrofsky reported the library will purchase a sidewalk sign.  Bobrofsky reported on the COVID 19 staff illness procedure that will be in place if needed.  Next Library Committee meeting will be on October 12, 2020.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.

Planning Commission – No meeting held.
