Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the September 16, 2025, amended agenda.

Motion was made by Klevgard to approve the minutes from August 19, 2025, regular Council meeting, seconded by Stephens.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-Meeting was held on September 8, 2025.  Froeba Reported that they met with the Loyal High School.  Froeba reported on the light poles and light on Central St by the high school parking lot.  Bobrofsky made a motion to allow the school to replace the poles and lights at their cost if they want it done in 2025.  The city will reimburse the school 50% of the cost not to exceed $2,179.65 in January 2026, seconded by Schar.  Motion carried.  Froeba reported that the school would like to add 4 handicap spots by the new concession stand.  Schar made a motion to approve the 4 handicap spots on the north side by the new concession stand, seconded by Stephens.  Motion carried.  Froeba reported that the school would like to make improvements to the softball field at the Westside Park at no cost to the city, just having the public works department help for 2 days.  Bobrofsky made a motion to allow the school to make improvements to the softball field at Westside Park with our public works crew helping for 2 days,  seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  Schar made a motion to approve Resolution 2025-05 binding referendum in the spring election(April 7, 2026) on the fluoridation of city water, seconded by Klevgard.  Motion carried. 
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  Kubista reported on drones in the city limits.  No action taken.
Finance/City View Estates Committee-No meeting held.  Next meeting will be held on October 1, 2025, at 3:30 p.m.  Toufar reported a donation of $5,000.00 from the Ken Behnke Memorial was received for the walking trail.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on September 8, 2025.  Schar made a motion to approve Nikki Hall as the new library director, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky reported the circulation for July was 1,648 and August was 1,252.  Bobrofsky reported on the Cornfest activities that were planned.
