REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 17, 2024
6:30 P.M.

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Schar, Schultz, and Weyer were present.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  


Citizens present were Nicole Englebretson, Tom Kingsbury, Chris Lindner, Brad Graffunder, TRG, and the Clark County Press.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the September 17, 2024, amended agenda.

Motion was made by Geier to approve the minutes from the August 20, 2024, regular Council meeting, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Kayla, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.
Utility Committee-Meeting was held on September 4, 2024.  Froeba reported on the holding tanks for the Loyal Schools concession stand.  Froeba and Weyer are wondering if this is setting a precedence, but do we make an exception since they are a tax-exempt entity.  Schar made a motion to give the Loyal school permission to install a 2,000-gallon holding tank since they are a tax-exempt entity, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Roll call vote was taken:  Bobrofsky-yes, Brock-yes, Froeba-yes, Geier-no, Lindner-yes, Schar-yes, Schultz-yes, and Weyer-yes.  Motion carried on a 7-yes vote and 1-no vote.  Froeba asked that this ordinance to be taken back to the utility committee for changes.  Froeba reported on the mobile home park.  The owner is asking to have RV trailers in the mobile home park.  Weyer made a motion to table to next utility committee meeting, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Froeba reported a resident is requesting to building an accessory shed 12X18 which is 2 feet over the limit.  Schar made a motion to approve the 12X18 shed as long as the lot is the correct lot size and it matches the primary residence, seconded by Linder.  After discussion Schar rescinded her motion, seconded by Lindner.  Schar made a motion to deny the request for a 12X18 shed per our ordinance, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Froeba made a motion to approve the contract from Lane Tank for the 2025 reservoir in the amount of $3,200.00, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Theresa Hall stopped in and wanted to Thank everyone for everything that was done for the tragedy.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  Next police committee meeting will be held on October 9, 2024 at 5p.m.
Finance/City View Committee – Meeting was held on September 17, 2024.  Brock explained the extra expenses that the city incurred with lift stations, manholes, and water valves.  Schar made a motion to approve line of credit with Citizens State Bank, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on September 9, 2024.  Bobrofsky reported a memorial for Don and Janet Hills was received for $100.00 and an anonymous donation of $500.00 was received.  Bobrofsky reported circulation for July was 1,863 and August was 1,439.  Bobrofsky reported the corn fest face and rock painting supplied them with 29 rocks and 34 people face painting.  The Library received $127.00 in donations for that.  Bobrofsky reported they won the entry at corn fest for most corny entry and got $25.00.  Bobrofsky reported Connie Scheel resigned as of August 30, 2024.  Next library meeting will be held on October 14, 2024, at 4:30p.m.
Personnel Committee – No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.  Lindner reported the equipment for the purple park has been ordered from the Loyal Lions Club.  Toufar reported that an insurance claim has been filed regarding the vandalism to the 3 city park bathrooms.

Planning Commission-No meeting held.

Geier made a motion to approve a bartender license for Shelby Gutch, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.
