Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the April 15, 2025 council agenda.

Brian Milz asked some questions on the City of Loyal community garden.  Donna Milz, Melanie Anderson, Ken McEwen, and Brittany Mews spoke about the fluoride in the city water.

We are taking bids for N Division St. from Mill St. to Spring St.  We will only accept any bids or do this street if there’s any money left over in the budget from S. Main St. project.
