No changes were made to the April 16, 2024 council agenda.

John and Jean McPherson would like to purchase lots 40 & 41 in the city view estates for $6,000.00.  Lindner made a motion to refer this back to the finance/city view estates committee, seconded by Schar.  Motion carried.
