REGULAR MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Schultz, and Weyer present.  Brock and Prein were absent.

Citizens present were Teresa Hall, David Williams, and Katelyn Geier.

Deputy Clerk Pieper verified the postings.

No corrections or additions were made to the April 19, 2022, agenda.

David Williams presented the Park and Recreation Committee with a check from Loyal Economic Development in the amount of $5000 to aid in creating a walking trail around the city. Williams also stated that there was interest in creating a shooting range at the south end of town near the reservoir buildings. Clerk Toufar will discuss legality with the city attorney. This has been referred to the Park and Recreation Committee.

 Motion was made by Froeba to approve the minutes from the March 15, 2022, regular Council meeting, seconded by Geier.    Motion carried. 

Motion was made by Bobrofsky to approve the minutes from the March 28, 2022, special council meeting, seconded by Weyer. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-Meeting was held on April 12, 2022. Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the garage build for Jody and Deb Brecht on E. First Street, seconded by Weyer. Motion carried. Geier made the motion to approve the removal of the sidewalk at 116 N. West Street, seconded by Lindner. Motion carried. Geier made the motion to hire Lane Tank to paint the exterior of the water tower using ARPA funds in the amount of $69,280, seconded by Bobrofsky. Motion carried. Lindner made the motion to sell the city lot at 405 Industrial Drive to Stratford Propane in the amount of $7000 with buyer responsible for closing costs, seconded by Geier. Motion carried. Discussion was held regarding the bridge replacement on E. Elm Drive to take place near 2027.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  

Finance Committee – No meeting held.  
Library Committee – Meeting was held on April 11, 2022.  Bobrofsky reported on the lighting in the library parking lot. Teresa will get estimates on installing lighting on the library building. Bobrofsky reported that Governor Evers sent a “Proclamation for National Library Week” recognizing the library as 1 of 381 public libraries. Bobrofsky reported that the summer reading program will be held on Wednesdays from June 15th through July 27th. The June 15th session will be a combined session with Loyal Summer School. Bobrofsky reported that March circulation was 1518.  Next Library meeting will be on May 9, 2022, at 5:30p.m.
