REGULAR MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Clements, Froeba, Geier, Klevgard, Lindner, and Stephens present.

Citizens present were Natalie Erpenbach(Clark County Community Foundation Inc.), Nikki Hall(Loyal Public Library), Valorie Lorenzi(TRG), Kaila Fitzl, and Maurice Redwine.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the April 21, 2026, council agenda.


 Motion was made by Geier to approve the minutes from March 17, 2026, regular Council meeting, seconded by Klevgard.    Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Froeba, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.

Park & Recreation Committee-No meeting held.  Erpenbach talked about the progress of the splash pad.  Erpenbach reported on the expenses and the revenues.  The splash committee is short about $75,000.00 so letters have been sent out to institutions and on social media.  There are possible grants that are available and she will let us know when they become available.

Utility Committee-Meeting was held on April 21, 2026.  Lindner reported that we received one bid for the 2026 street construction projects from American Asphalt.  Bid A S West St from South St to Draper St-$40,437.80 Bid B S Thomas St from South St to Draper St-$35,349.60 and Bid C library parking lot from N Main St. to N. Union St and East section 165’X40’-$41,890.  Geier made a motion to accept Bid A, B, and C in the amount of $117,682.40, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Lindner reported on Phase I of the new industrial park costs would be $2.57 million.  Klevgard made a motion to move forward with General Engineering on Phase I of the industrial park with loans and grants, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.  Lindner reported on getting a new truck for the water and sewer department.  The public works department will get a couple more quotes.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held. 

Finance Committee – No meeting held.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on April 13, 2026.  Klevgard made a motion to approve D Fredrick Creations LLC for the construction of a private meeting room with option 2 in the amount of $3,438.00, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky reported that the library still has old chairs that are for sale.  Stephens made a motion to approve Mary Kay Behnke as a Library Trustee, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky reported that Lena Gehrt has turned in her resignation as a library assistant.  Bobrofsky reported that February circulation was 1,461 and March was 1,520.  Bobrofsky reported they received the Summer Math Adventure Grant from WVLS.  Next Library meeting will be on May 11, 2026, at 4:30p.m.
