REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Klevgard, Geier, Lindner, Schar, and Stephens present.

Citizens present were the Colten Roehl and the TRG.

No corrections were made to the council agenda.

 Motion was made by Klevgard to approve the minutes from February 17, 2026, regular Council meeting, seconded by Schar.  Motion carried. 

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Schar, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.


Utility Committee –Meeting was held on March 11, 2026.  Lindner reported on the bridge on Elm Dr.  Lindner reported on the new industrial park.  Kory from General Engineering stated that we would need to put in a lift station and a force main first.  Pieper will ask Kory to get new estimates on the project costs.  Lindner reported on the 5-year street plan.  Schar made a motion to approve the 5-year street plan and the 2026 street plan, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Lindner reported that Rumor’s Supper Club applied for a sign permit.  Schar made a motion to deny the sign permit, seconded by Klevgard.  Motion carried.  Schar made a motion to post Class B weight restriction signs and speed limit signs on Chickadee Rd, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee – Meeting was held on March 3, 2026.  Bobrofsky reported on allowing chickens within the city limits.  Schar made a motion to not allow chickens within the city limits of Loyal, seconded by Geier.  Roll call vote was taken:  Bobrofsky-yes, Brock-yes, Froeba-no, Geier-yes, Klevgard-yes, Lindner-no, Schar-yes, and Stephens-no.  Motion passes with a 5-yes votes and 3-no votes.  Bobrofsky reported on the electric scooters in the city.  No action taken.
Finance Committee – No meeting held.  Toufar reported on the sales of cemetery parcels.  Bobrofsky made a motion to talk with the city attorney about petitioning the circuit court judge, seconded by Lindner.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on March 9, 2026.  Bobrofsky reported that a citizen would like to give a memorial to the library.  They are obtaining bids for construction of a small private meeting and reading room.  Bobrofsky reported that Representative Karen Hurd visited the library on March 2, 2026.
