REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

TUESDAY, MAY 19, 2026
6:30 P.M.


Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Clements, Froeba, Klevgard, Lindner, and Stephens present. Geier was absent.

Citizens present were Colten Roehl, Bill Collins, and Liz Edens.

No corrections were made to the amended council agenda.

 Motion was made by Froeba to approve the minutes from April 21, 2026, regular Council meeting, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried. 

Motion was made by Klevgard to approve the minutes from May 6, 2026, special Council meeting, seconded by Stephens. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Brock, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.


Utility Committee – No meeting was held. Lindner reported that information was received from Kory Anderson, city engineer, regarding grant/loan information available to the city for the new industrial park. Lindner made a motion to pursue the USDA Rural Development Water & Waste Disposal Loan & Grant Program, seconded by Bobrofsky. Motion carried. Pieper explained that Hydro Corp is contracted to complete cross connection surveys for the city. No action taken. Pieper reported that the CMAR was completed for the city and can be viewed at city hall. Bobrofsky made a motion to accept the 2025 CMAR as provided with Resolution 05-01-26, seconded by Brock. Motion carried. Pieper discussed that the small bridge at the pond by the legion is dilapidated and the city crew would like to remove it. Council members agreed to have the bridge removed due to safety concerns. No decision was made about replacement of the bridge at this time. Mayor Englebretson mentioned the need and possibility of installing a window in the city hall office. Clerk Toufar will be checking with a plumber to see what this entails before pursuing placing a window.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee – Meeting was held on April 23, 2026. Bobrofsky reported that the Ambulance Department will be looking for a new defibrillator with money coming from the Act 102 Account. There have been 37 runs to date with 18 members on the ambulance roster. The Fire Department Committee approved the new by-laws. They would like to increase the fire “roster” from 35 members to 40 members. Next meeting will be held on July 23rd, 2026, at 7 p.m. at the fire hall.

Finance Committee – No meeting held.  
Library Committee – Meeting was held on May 11, 2026. Klevgard reported that both she and Mary Kay Behnke were welcomed to the Library Board. D. Fredick Construction was awarded the contract for the new meeting room renovation, and the room will be named after Violet Roth, former library trustee. Approval was made to expand Lavengood’s hours that were previously worked by Gehrt. WVLS is in the process of hiring a new WVLS director and is down to two candidates. March circulation was 1,461, and April circulation was 1,661. Klevgard discussed the summer program, Snake Discovery, which will be held at the public school on June 10, 2026, at 10:30 a.m. A donation was received in the amount of $200 from Amy Becker in honor of her mother, Dorothy Becker, for Christian fiction books. Next meeting will be held on June 8, 2026, at 4:30 p.m.

Personnel Committee – No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.

Planning Commission – No meeting held.

Mayor’s Report- Englebretson stated that she attended the mayors’ meeting held in Granton on Monday, May 18th, 2026. At that meeting, discussion was held regarding residents wishing to use shipping containers for storage on residential property. Our city ordinance is quite specific regarding accessory buildings. Lindner suggested that this issue be brought to the utility committee for further discussion. 

Bobrofsky made the motion to approve a picnic license to The Loyal Lions Club, seconded by Klevgard, for the following dates: July 12, 2026; July 19, 2026; July 26, 2026; August 2, 2026; August 16, 2026; August 23, 2026; September 13, 2026; September 20, 2026; September 27, 2026. Motion carried.
